Safovi-Qizilbas ddoviatinin hokmdarlart va onlarin haki-
miyyatda olduglart dovrlar agagidakilardr:

The hisorical Azerbaijani state which was founded in
1501, surrounded the nowadays northern Azerbaijan,
Iran, Irak, Afghanistan, Turkmenistan, western Pakis-
tun, Uzbekistan, and existed until 1736. The name of
the state was remarked as “Dovlat-e Safaviyyah”, “Dov-
lat-e Qyzylbashan” and “The Safavid-Qyzylbash State”
in various historical sources. It was mentioned as “The
Qyzylbash-Mydian Empire” in the European sources,
as well. Its territory was 2.000.000 $q.km, 2.800.000
sq.km and 3.000.000 sq.km in different periods.

The first capital of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state was

Tabriz. The founder of the state Shah Ismail Safa-
vi declared himself Shah in Tabriz in October, 1501.

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In 1548-1555 years, according to the king of the Sa-
favid-Qyzylbash state Shah Tahmasp 1 s order, the
city of Qazvin was declared the capital of the state. In
1598, by the order of Shah Abbas I, the Safavid king of
that tinte, the capital was replaced to Isfahan. In 1736,
The Safavid-Qyzylbash state was collapsed and gave
its place in history to the Afsharids state, founded by
Nadir Shalh Afshar.

The ruling dynasty of the state (the Safavid Dynasty)
was named after Sheikh Safi-ad-din Ishaq Ardabili, the
Sheikh of the Ardabil Sect, the leader of the Sufi-Dervi-
che movement. The Safavid historians consider him to
come from the 21st generation of the 7th imam Musa
al-Kazin of the prophet’s family. The hegemonic role in
the management of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state belon-
ged to the Qyzylbash tribe unions of Turkic origin. The
remarked tribe unions were known as Shamlu, Rum-
lu, Ustajlu, Takalu, Zulgadar (Dulkadir), Varsak, Afs-
har, Gadjar, Qaramanlu, Qaradaghlu, Bayat, Baharlu,
Arashlu, Alpaut, Qazakhlu, Mosullu, Baydili, Chapan-
lu in the history. The other small tribes taking part in
the formation of the Qyzylbash turkoman tribe union
were Bozok, Djavanshir, Chakirli, Chavushlu, Chapni,
Kangarli, Otuzikili, Khinislu, Khaladj, Bayburtlu, Boz-
djalu, Kobikli, Akramnlu, Hamidlu, Shadili (Sadlu), Kha-
zara, Khorasanlu, Bayramlu, Talish and etc.
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The official language of the Safavid palace was the Turkish.
The language used i the state decrees and edicts, as well
as, in the official correspondence with other states was the
spelling of the Oghuz Turkish of the Middle Ages. The of-
ficial calendars of the state were the Muslim Hijri calendar
and the ancient Turkish 12-animal calendar. The religi-
ous-philosophical works putting into words the theoretical
basis of the Qyzylbash idea, the official ideology of the Sa-
favid-Qyzylbash state, as well as, the major examples of the
Sufi poetry, the religious orders, the risalas (explanations),
the tazkiras (informative works) were written in the spel-
ling of the Oghuz Turkish language, too.

The secular and religious power in the Safavid-Qyzyl-
bash state belonged to Shah. The Qyzylbash idea was the
official ideology and Jafarism was the official juricidal-re-
ligious faith of the state. The general commander of the
Quzylbash army was called Amir-al-umara, the chief of
the special guardian troops — qorchubashi. The state ad-
ministration was controlled by viziers. The regional sta-
te administrative divisions were called Beylerbeylik. The
beylerbeys were chosen amongst the Qyzylbash amirs.
The Qyzylbash army was organised due to the troops of
the beylerbeys during the military campaigns.

The main forms of the property in the Safavid-Qyzy-
Ibash state were the divani (state) lands and hassa
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(king’s) lands. As a result of the decentralization policy,
a new forn of the land property called Tiyul was created
due to the state lands. The private and Vagqf (religious)
property were untouchable in the territories of the state.

I bash state, the Sheikh of the Safavi sect (b.17.07.1487,
Ardabil - d.23.05.1524, Mangutay). He was known
with the nicknames and pseudonyms “Abulmuzaf-
far”, “Khagan”, “Sahibgiran” or “Sahibguran”, “Sahi-
bi-zaman” and “Khatai” in the historical sources and
literature.

Shah Ismail Safavi, Sheikh Haydar’s son, was born on July
17, 1487 in Ardabil city of the southern Azerbaijan. His father
Sheikh Haydar, Sheikh Juneid’s son, was the sheikh of the Ar-
dabil sect and Qyzylbash movement, his mother Alamshah Ba-
gum was the daughter of Hassan Bayandurlu, the founder and
king of the state remarked as Aggoyunlu in history.

The first years of his life were full of troubles and diffi-
culties. After his father Sheikh Haydar defeated Shirvan-
shah’s troops on the foothills of Shahdag, on July 9, 1488,
he was killed in the vattle against the army sent by the Ag-
goyunlu king, happened behind Mount Beshbarmag. After
this event, little Ismail, who was just fifteen months, was
arrested together with his mother Alamshah Bagum and
brothers Sultan Ali and Ibrahim by the order of Sultan Ya-
gub, and sent to the prison in Istakhri-Yar castle situated
near Shiraz. After Sutan Yagub Aggoyunlu died in 1490,
during the struggle for the Aggoyunlu throne, the prince
Rustam Mirza decided to use the Qyzylbashs for defeating
Baysungur Mirza who captured throne. He assisted Sheikh
Haydar’s family to be freed from the prison. In 1492, 5-year-

kar, Rasht, Lahidjan, as well as, in the palace of Mirza A;i the
ruler of Biyapish province of Gilan. Ismail’s brother Ibrahim’ ans
step-brother Suleyman returned to their mother in Ardabil lat-
Cl A well-known scientist of Mirza Ali’s palace Shamsaddin La-
hidji was chosen as a special tutor and educator for Ismail. He
taught Ismail Arabian and Persian languages and Koran, at the
same time, [smail was taught the methods of fighting, archery
wrestling, sword playing abilities. ’
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Ismail was hidden in Lahidjan till 1499. During this period
he was visited by a numerous number of faithful supporters
and adherents from Azerbaijan, eastern Anatolia, and from
Turkmaneli in Irak. In August, 1499, 12-year-old sheikh Ismail
left Lahidjan with seven most faithful adherents and friends
of his father, coming firstly to Daylam, then to Tarom. On
the way, the quantity of men from Shamiu and Rumlu tribes
uniting to them, reached 1500 men. Ismail moved to Ardabil
together with his adherents, but the city ruler refused to open
the city gates for them. Showing restraint, Ismail spent the
winter of that year in Archivan (Ardjuvan) village of nowa-
days Astara region with his followers. On the consultation of
Qyzylbash amirs, it was decided to move towards Arzindjan
and to gain strength by uniting with a great number of Ga-
radagh followers. Coming to the shore of the Goycha Lake,
Ismail was received with a great respect and esteem by the
local population. Ismail moved on the Chukhursaad road to
Dogguz Ulam and continued his campaign in the direction of
Tarjan-Kagizman-Sarikaya by passing Mingol. In the summer
of 1500, 7000 men consisting of Qyzylbash followers and Ga-

radagh Sufis, gathered in Arzindjan and after long discussions
in tribe leaders’ consultation, it was decided not to waste time
and to attack Shirvanshah Farrukh Yassar, who was the cruel
enemy of the Qyzylbashs.

At the end of autumn, 1500, under the leadership of sheikh
Ismail, Qyzylbash army of 7000 men entered Shirvan region and
a fierce battle occurred in Jabani steppe near Shamakhi between
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them and a 25-thousand army of Farrukh Yassar. The battle re-
sulted in the victory of the Qyzylbashs and Farrukh Yassar was
killed in the battlefield. Three days later, Ismail entered Sha-
makhi and was received with salt and bread by the city popu-
lation. Deciding to spend winter in the place called Mahmud-
abad in Mughan, Ismail was informed that the population of
Baku refused to obey the Qyzylbashs. So Ilyas bay Khinislu and
Muhammad bay Ustajlu were sent with army to capture Baku.
Being aware that the attempts to capture the castle failed, Ismail
moved to Baku with his main troops in the spring of 1501. A
bit later, Baku castle was captured and Ismail surrounded the
Gulistan castle where the remains of Shirvanshah army gath-
ered and put up strong resistance. During a long siege of the
castle, Ismail was informed that the Aggoyunlu heir Alvand
Mirza had left Tabriz with the army of 30000 men moving to
Nakhichevan and was about to attack the Qyzylbashs. Acording
to the information given by Iskandar bay Munshi Turkoman,
the palace historian of the Safavid period, the teenager Ismail
addressed his question to his army sieging the castle: - “Do you
need the Gulistan castle or Azerbaijani throne?” After the Qyz-
vibash Army answered “Azerbaijani throne”, junior sheikh Is-
mail ignored the sicge of the castle and ordered his followers to
move quickly towards Nakhichevan.

In the summer of 1501, the Qyzylbash army came face to
face with the army of Alvand Mirza in Sharur steppe. Watch-
ing the selfless fighting of the Qyzylbash followers, the army
of Alvand Mirza was dispersed and even the method of put-
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ting camels fastened in chains to one-another in the back rows
of Alvand’s army couldn’t keep his soldiers from running
away. Junior Ismail killed one of the Aggoyunlu commanders
in face-to-face fighting in this battle, and this gave the Qyz-
ylbashs great enthusiasm. Failed in the battle, Alvand Mirza
addressed to running away. After the battle finished, Ismail
moved towards Tabriz followed by the Qyzylbash army, and
entering the city in the autumn of 1501, he declared himself
Shah. The Safavid-Qyzylbash state was established. The oth-
er sovereign ruling the central part of Iran, who was preten-
tious for the Aggoyunlu throne, Sultan Murad, refused Shah
Ismail’s suggestion to obey, intended to attack him with a
70-thousand army. The battle between the 12-thousand Qyz-
ylbash troops and Sultan Murad’s army occurred in the place
called Almagulagi near Hamadan on June 21, 1503. The Qyz-
ylbash army won this unequal battle, Sultan Murad escaped
running from the battlefield. Thus, the existence of Aggoyunlu
state came to an end completely.

After this glorious victory, Shah Ismail conquered the prov-
inces Shiraz, Fars and Kirman and added them to the territo-
ries of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. In 1504, the Ottoman king
Sultan Bayazed II officially recognized the existence of the
Safavid-Qyzylbash state with its territories. Soon the lands of
Yazd, Iragi-Ajam and Iragi-Arab obeyed Shah Ismail. In 1508,
followed by the Qyzylbash army, Shah Ismail entered Bagh-
dad. His conquer of Baghdad was described in the historical
source “Tarikh-e jahan araye Shah Ismail” in the following
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way: “Watching from the distance the standard-bearer who
carried Shah Ismail’s banner of crescent and star, the popu-
lation of Baghdad bowed all together and the city gates wer
opened immediately for Shah.”

Strengthening the state administration, Shah Ismail made
the taxes of the population much easier at the same time, con
structed a speial library in Tabriz, gathered the scientists, po-
ets, authors, philosophers, musicians and ashygs, painters,
artists, calligraphs and other craftsmen to Tabriz from all parts
of the country. He established poetry parties of poets, as well
as, special workshops and places for free activities for artists,
painters and calligraphs. The great appreciation and value
shown by Shah Ismail for science and art created big facilities
for Azerbaijan to step towards the fast development period.

At the end of 1509 and the beginning of 1510, The Uzbek
king Shaybak khan (Sheybani khan) attacked the east territo-
ries of the Safaviq-Qyzylbash state, capturing Herat and Marv,
and annihilated the minor Qyzylbash troops there. After that,
he attacked Mashhad and destroyed the tomb of Imam Ali ar-
Rza, the eighth imam of the prophet’s family, turning it into
the horse stable. Writing to Shah Ismail, Shaybak khan de-
manded him to come to Mashhad in a short time and to obey
him kissing his hand and giving him annual tribute. The ques-
tion was discussed in the consultation of the Qyzybash amirs.
By Shah’s order, the necessary answer to Shaybak khan was
sent and the Qyzylbash army moved towards Mashhad. Be-
ing aware of Shaybak khan to be in Marv, Shah Ismail led his
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army to Marv and sieged the city. The young shah managed
to make the army of Shaybak khan go out of the castle with
deceptive maneuver. On December 2, 1510, the battle known
as Marv battle ocurred near the Mahmudi village between the
Uzbek king Shaybak khan and the qyzylbash army of Shah Is-
mail. The battle lasted during a day and the qyzylbash army
won at last. Although Shaybak khan tried to escape by run-
ning, one of Shah’s followers killed him and brought his head
to Shah. After the battle, Mashhad and Khorasan, Herat, Marv
and a part of Balkh province were included the territories of
the Safavi-Qyzylbash state.

In 1512, a coup-d'etat happened in the Ottoman Empire,
neighboring the Safavi-Qyzylbash state in the west, and de-
feating his brother prince Korkut, the ruler of Trabzon prince
Salim I moved to the capital with his army. He overthrew his
father sultan Bayazed II from the throne, killing him. Soon the
relations of Ottoman empire with the Safavid-Qyzylbash state
turned into strong rivalry, the pressure upon the representatives
of the Alevi and Bektashi sects who were close to Shah Ismail,
got increased. At the same time, the protests and revolts of un-
satisfied mass crowds were oppressed mercilessly. Showing re-
straint, Shah Ismail tried not to spoil relations with the Ottoman
Empire, even when a group of rebels took refuge in his palace,
he drove them out and executed their leaders, accusing them
both in committing provocation and betrayal. Nevertheless,
soon he got letters full of threat from Sultan Salim I, and a great
number of his followers in the west borders of the Safavid-Qyz-
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ylbash state got exposed to the oppression and tyranny. At the
bgfgi1111ing of 1514, the Ottoman palace began to lead the polic
of open enmity against the Safavid-Qyzylbash state and causea
the declaration of the fatwahs about the qyzylbash-turkomar
tribe unions “to be unbelievers”. After the remarked sharia fat
was, the cruel massacre of the qyzylbash followers and popu
lation happened in central Anatolia and the western borders of
the Safavid state, more than 40 thousand qyzylbash turkomans
were killed brutally. The Ottoman king Sultan Salim I declared
war to Safavid-Qyzylbash state and began to attack with a great
army and 300 cannons.
' The qgyzylbash troops of Shah Ismail met the Ottoman army
in the Chaldiran plain near Maku on August 24, 1514. Be-;
cause of the major parts of Shah Ismail’s army to be in Her-
at and Khorasan, the quantity of the qyzylbash followers who
took part in the battle, was much less than the Ottoman army.
Moreover, the Qyzylbash army didn’t use firearms and can-
nons in the battle. Despite the facts that Shah Ismail showed
great personal heroism in the battle and even killed the stron-
gest athlete of the Ottomans Turali bay Malkochoglu by divid-
ing his head in two parts with a single sword blow, as well as,
approached Sultan’s tent with his troops, and althouogh the
qyzylbash soldiers fought fearlessly, the Ottoman cannons
solved the destiny of the battle. The qyzylbash troops were
obliged to move back. Sultan Salim I entered Tabriz followed
by his army, at the beginning of September, 1514 and stayed
there for a week. During this period, Shah Ismail visited the
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tomb of the first shiite imam Ali bin Abu Talib in Najaf city,
where he gathered the qyzylbash army again, and prepared to
move towards Tabriz again. At the same time, the gyzylbash
armed troops in the east of the country began to move to Ta-
briz, too. The Janissaries who belonged to Bektashi sect and
the majority of the Ottoman soldiers in Tabriz showed protests
against Sultan Salim I and accused him in killing mus}ims un-
der the pretext “to be unbelievers”. Feeling the conditions got
worse, Sultan Salim I left Tabriz with his army a week later
and turned back. Before returning to Istanbul, he burnt the li-
brary created by Shah Ismail in Tabriz, then he took big trophy
captured in Shah'’s palace, as well as, many a craftsman, poet,
painter and calligrapher by force with him. Two days later,
Shah Ismail I reached Tabriz with his army again and could
save his throne. Khoy and Marand were liberated from the
Ottoman troops again. In 1515, a peace contract between the
Ottoman empire and the Safavid-Qyzylbash state was signed.
According to the contract, the eastern Anatolia region was in-
cluded into the borders of the Ottoman state.

During 1515-1520 years, Shah Ismail managed to make the
Shirvanshahs, the ruler of Shaki and the Georgian tsars de-
pend on the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. The king of Shirvan,
which was a part of Safavid state in fact, could create kinship
relations with Shah Ismail. Shah Ismail’s daughter Parikhan
khanum got married to Shirvanshah Sheikhshah’s son Sultan
Khalil, and Shah himself married one of Shirvanshah’s daugh-

ters in November, 1523.
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After Novruz holiday, in 1524, going hunting in row meth-
od in Garabagh, Shah Ismail came to Shaki. Hassan bey, the
ruler of Shaki, went out to meet him and the hunting seremo-
ny continued there. After hunting in Shahdagh and having
a rest, Shah Ismail left for Ardabil, but he fell ill on his way.
No drugs and remedies could help him to get over, and his
health took a turn for the worse. Even the qyzylbash army was
obliged to stop for camping in a place called Mangutay near
Sarab city. Despite all the attempts of doctors, they failed to
cure Shah. On May 23, 1524, Shah Ismail Safavi died there. His
corpse was taken to Ardabil and buried in Sheikh Safi mauso-
leum there.

As the well-known historical personality, Shah Ismail has
deeply influenced the memory of the Azerbaijani people, still
from his period up to now. Still in 1518, a merchant from Ven-
ice described his meeting with Shah Ismail in Tabriz in his
road notes as following:

“Now he is 31. He is of medium height, very elegant and
magnanimous. He shaves his beard and keeps moustache. One
could easily adore him like a girl. Though he is left-hander,
he is much stronger than all his amirs. He usually causes to
play music during archery trainings. He loves dances. While
the dancers dance, they beat their feet on the ground and sing
the songs devoted to Ismail. Every day, he comes to the square
to hold the archery competitions with amirs and always gives
presents to the winners of the day. During these competitions
they play the music, dance and sing in his honour. This Sufi
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Shah is adored and admired by his followers, compatriots and
solfiers like a God. Many of his soldiers fight bare hands —
without helmet and armor. They're sure that Ismail will keep
them alive in the battle.”

Shah Ismail Safavi had a perfect voice at the same time, and
played a music instrument called barbat well. The poems he
wrote since his childhood under the nickname “Khatai”, were
characterized of their fluency, apprehension and admiration
by common people. They say Shah Ismail often went out of his

Azorbaycanda durug gatire bilmayan Sultan St-
leyman geri dontistinde Van qalasini ala kegirib onu Iskender
pasaya verdi, 6zl iso Diyarbakira getdi. Sultanin Qars qalasini
borpa edib méhkamlandirmok iigiin oraya giivva gonderdiyini
esidon Sah Tohmasibin oglu II Ismayil 6z giivvaloriyla Qarse
hiicuma kegdi vo Osmanli qlivvalarini dagidaraq galam alma-
ga miivoffaq oldu.

Sah Tohmasibin dovriinda Sefovi-Qizilbag doévlatinin bd-
yuk sixintilar yasamasi takca Osmanl ordularinin Azarbay-
cana dord dofo yiiriis etmasi ils bagh deyildi. $ah bu iller
orzinds ham saraydaki qizilbag amirlarinin bitmayen gakis-
malarini yoluna qoymagq, ham yerlorde gxan usyan vo qi-
yamlari, ara miiharibalarini yatirtmaq, ham d@ ozbaklarin
Xorasana ardi-arast kasilmayen hiicumlarinin qargisini almaq
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macburiyystinda qalmisdi. Bununla bela, sah gatiyyatla qgar-
sida duran hadaflara bir-bir nail olmus, Saki hakimliyini ve
Sirvansahlart lagv etmis, 1540-1554-cii illarda 4 dafa Glirciis-
tana yliriig etmigdi. 1566-c1 ilda isa Gilanda qalxmuis tisyan sa-
hin gatiyyati ile yatirdildi.

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he second king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, the she-

I ikh of the Sufi-Qyzylbash sect, the son of Shah Ismail
Safavi I (b.13.03.1513, Shahabad - d.14.05.1576, Gazvin).
The period of reign was 1524-1576 years. At an early
age, by Shah Ismail’s order, he was sent to Khorasan,
staying in Herat and Sabzavar and taking lessons from
the well-known scientists and thinkers of that period.
He had trainings on important issues related to state
management under the special control of the Qyzylbash
amirs and was brought up like a statesman.

The periof of reign of Shah Tahmasib I is appreciated as the
period of protecting the Safavid-Qyzylbash state from foreign
threats, impacts and occupation, also, as a period of reinforce-
ment of the state. While his father Shah Ismail Safavi I died in
May, 1524, Tahmasib had just turned 10. Though he ascended
the Safavid throne at young age, the Qyzylbash amirs, who
were close to his father Shah Ismail, helped him in management
a lot, as well as, protected him and created opportunity for him
to become experienced. Div Sultan Rumlu, who was especially
ordered by Shah Ismail to protect and teach Tahmasib, did his
best for his future as his Lala (atabay or educator). But there
were many people who didn’t accept Div Sultan’s higher sta-
tus in palace. The qyzylbash amirs such as Kopak Sultan from
Ustajlu tribe and Abdulla khan didn’t want him to have more
authorities in palace. Still in the first years of junior Tahmasib’s
reign, confrontation amongst the qyzylbash tribe leaders and
amirs for authority had begun. It was the administration of the
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Safavid-Qyzylbash state which mostly exposed to damage i
the remarked confrontation. The central government got paraly
sed during these contentions and struggle in fact. ‘
Although Div Sultan Rumlu managed to remove the qyzy
Ibash amirs, who were against him, away from Tabriz, uniting
with Chukha Sultan Takalu, the noblemen of Ustajlu tribe toék
action against Div Sultan again in May, 1526. One after ano-
her, hey failed twice and retreated towards Gilan, They plar-
ned to move from Gilan towards Ardabil with their troops and
gg against Div Sultan. Though they were helped by forces of
Gilan, the noble-men of Ustajlu tribe were defeated again. Or
June 30, 1527, The troops of Kopak Sultan came face to face
with the troops of Div Sultan Rumlu, Chu-kha Sultan Takaly
and Mahammad khan Zulgadaroglu on the battlefield near
Araxes River in Nakhichevan. The troops of the Ustajlu tribe
were an-nihilated completely and Kopak Sultan was killed on
the battlefield.
In the period when the internal struggle for authority got
a wide scope in Safavid-Qyzylbash state, the Uzbek amirs
took an opportunity to attack Khorasan at the end of 1526:;
they captured Khorasan region, robbing and plundering ever-,
ywhere. Soon after liquidating their rivals, Div Sultan Rumlu
and Chukha Sultan Takalu began to come into collision with
each-other. In July, 1527, Chukha Sultan Takalu persuaded ju-
nior Shah Tahmasib that the main instigator of all the confli-
cts in the country and struggle amongst the tribes was namely
Div Sultan. When Div Sultan entered Shah’s Jaw-court, Shah
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himself shot him with an arrow and the guardians killed him.
Thus, the power of the Rumlu tribe representatives in state
administration was put an end, and the Takalu tribe captured
the authority for the state affairs. By Chukha Sultan’s wish, ru-
lers of major provinces and cities of the country were chosen
among the representatives of the remarked tribe and most of
them were given the titles of khan and sultan. Nevertheless, in
the battle against Uzbeks near Zirabad at the end of 1529, the
amirs of Takalu tribe left the battlefield running away, which
almost caused the defeat of the Qy-zylbash army. On the other
hand, Chukha Sultan delayed to send additional troops to help
Herat ruler Husseyn khan Shamlu deliberately, as a result,
Husseyn khan Shamlu was obliged to begin negotiations with
the Uzbek king Ubeydulla khan and asked his permission to
retreat with his troops to-wards Shiraz, passing Sistan. This ca-
used the representatives of Takalu tribe to lose their reputation
in state affairs.

Husseyn khan came to Shah Tahmasib’s headquarters near
Isfahan with shah’s brother Sam Mirza on June 17, 1531. As
Chukha Sultan considered Husseyn khan to be a threat for
him, he decided to get rid of him by killing Husseyn khan in
one of the parties, but Husseyn khan got aware of it. At midni-
ght, followed by his detachment, he went to Chukha Sultan’s
tent, Chukha Sultan ran to Shah’s law-court with the hope to
save himself, but it didn’t work and even they dared fighting
in shah’s room. Shah’s guardians from Zulgadar tribe suppor-
ted Husseyn khan in the fighting and wounded Chukha Sul-
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tan deadly. After his death, the amirs from Takalu tribe sug
gest-ed Chukha Sultan’s son to be appointed to his place, but
the qyzylbash amirs from Ustajlu, Rumlu, Zulgadar and Alfs
har tribes protested it and pre-vented it. As a result, a ba ttle
between the troops of Takalu tribe and other tribe unions oc
curred near Hamadan. Shah Tahmasib I gave an independ-ent
decision in that case and ordered to annihilate all the instiga
tors from the Takalu tribe. A group of men from Takalu tribe
who were involved in the events, escaped running to Baghd ad
ruled by the same tribe. But the ruler of Baghdad Mahamm a
khan Sharafaddinoglu Takalu cut the heads of some of thos:
who came to him, and sent the heads to Shah’s palace in or-
der to show his loyalty to Shah Tahmasib. In 1531, the ruler
of the southern Azerbaijan Ulama khan Takalu raised a revolt
against Shah Tahmasib I, robbed and plundered Tabriz, but
when Shah’s army approached Tabriz, he ran away and took
shelter in the Ottoman state with his troops. Later, Ula-ma
khan took part in the Ottoman Sultan Suleyman’s marching’s
against Azerbaijan with his troops.

During 1530-1534 years, important state affairs within the
Safavid-Qyzylbash state were in the hands of Shamlu tribe
representatives. Hus-seyn khan Shamlu took the positions of
state advocate and amir-al-umara. But later in 1534, Husseyn
khan Shamlu was accused in the attempt to poi-son Shah Tah-
masib and in the activity related to dethroning Shah Tahmasib
in favor of his brother Sam Mirza as he was Sam Mirza’s Lala
(educator). Shah Tahmasib I suspected Husseyn khan in coo-
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peration with the Otto-mans who invaded the country, the fact
that his brother Sam Mirza consid-ered himself to be the Otto-
man vassal and Husseyn khan planned betrayal to the Shah,
made Shah Tahmasib [ take decisive steps. Husseyn khan
Shamlu was invited to the palace and was cut into pieces by
Shah’s order. So, the contention and hegemony of the qyzyl-
bash feudal lords and amirs within the Safavid-Qyzylbash sta-
te during the last ten years came to an end. Shah Tahmasib I,
who was young adult already, got the state man-agement mec-
hanism himself completely. Appointing Gazi Jahan Gazvini to
the position of a state advocate, he showed determination in
strengthening the central government.

[n the period when the Safavid-Qyzylbash state became a
stage for internal contentions — a number of revolts were rai-
sed against the central govern-ment in various places during
1528-1529 years. In Luristan, the ruler of Kalkhur Zulfigar
khan Alibeyoglu began a revolt against the Safavid dynas-ty;
attacking Baghdad, killing the city ruler and capturing the city,
he sent the keys of the city to the Ottoman sultan, declaring
that he obeyed the Ot-tomans. In 1529, Shah Tahmasib I mo-
ved to Baghdad with a big army. The siege of the city lasted
long and, in June of the same year, Zulfigar khan was killed in
the castle of Baghdad by shah’s men and the city gates were
opened to Shah Tahmasib I. On the other hand, Ulama khan
Takalu, who had taken shelter in the Ottoman palace, made
the Bitlis ruler Sharaf khan leave the city by the help of the Ot-
toman troops in 1532 and the Ottomans captured Bitlis. Shah
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Tahmasib’s demand to deliver Ulama khan was re-fused by
Sultan Suleyman, he demanded shah to give back Sharaf khan,
who took shelter in shah’s palace. In this case, Shah Tahmasib
I attacked Ulama khan with his troops and took back Bitlis. In
1533, getting aware of the qyzylbash army to march against
the Uzbek ruler Ubeydulla khan, Ula-ma khan Takalu used
the opportunity to recapture Bitlis again and kill the city ruler
Sharaf khan. At the same time, Ulama khan persuaded Sultan
Suleyman that it wouldn’t be difficult to capture the west of
the Safavid-Qyzylbash state as the main troops of Shah Tah-
masib’s army were busy with beating off the assaults of the
Uzbeks to Khorasan.

In the summer of 1534, the Ottoman king Sultan Suleyman
moved towards Azerbaijan with a great army. The front part
of the Ottoman army consisted of 90 thousand men led by the
Ottoman grand vizier Ibrahim pasha and Ulama khan Taka-
lu joined him with 10 thousand men. Some of the qy-zylbash
courtiers, who had contacts with Ulama khan, betrayed Shah
Tah-masib and crossed to the Ottoman side, they invited the
Ottoman sultan to Tabriz. Ulama khan entered Tabriz followed
by the Ottoman troops; Ibrahim pasha camped near the city,
sending Ulama khan to capture Ardabil and Khosrov pasha to
capture the Alindja castle. Sultan Suleyan entered Tabriz with
his main troops on September 27, 1534. Disturbance and disor-
der sur-rounded the city.

Getting aware of the assault of the enemy and betrayal of
some courtiers, Shah Tahmasib I led his army and moved from
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Khorasan to Rey. Passing through Gazvin, he came to Abhar
and called the qyzylbash amirs to gather here for the consul-
tation. It was decided in the consultation that it was im-pos-
sible to come face to face against the numberless Ottoman
army with shah’s troops consisting of just 7 thousand men
and it would be much bet-ter to look for the alternative resis-
tance methods. Sultan Suleyman sent a letter to shah Tahma-
sib in which he insulted him naming “coward”, and in-sisted
to come to fight. The troops of the prince Bahram Mirza that
were in front lines, came face to face with the troops of the Ot-
toman Ibrahim pasha on the bank of the Qyzyluzan river near
Garaagaj. In the unequal battle, the qyzylbash troops moved
back to the mountains.

When the news about Sultan Suleyman to pass Miyanah
and reach Sul-taniyyah with a big army reached Shah Tahma-
sib’s armed camp, there oc-curred a discord among the qyzy-
Ibash amirs. Mahammad khan Zulgada-roglu, Husseyn khan
Takalu and the others crossed to the Ottoman side. As Shah
Tahmasib didn’t trust in Husseyn khan Shamlu, Gazi khan Ta-
kalu and Malik bey Khoylu, too, he decided that it would be
right to avoid from be-ginning the battle against the Ottomans.
Severe frost and snow occurred in Sultaniyyah at the end of
autumn gave big damage to the Ottoman army, the lack of
food caused great losses. The Ottoman sultan gave an order to
annihilate nearly 100 cannons so that the qyzylbashs couldn’t
capture them, and moved towards Baghdad with his troops.
Ulama khan was sent to Ta-briz. Getting aware of that, Shah
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Tahmasib attacked Ulama khan’s troops which consisted of 10
thousand men, with his 5 thousand men. Ulama khan's troops
were annihilated in the battle; he escaped running. But Gazi
khan betrayed Shah Tahmasib and informed the Ottoman tro-
ops in Tabriz about Shah to approach. The troops on Tabriz left
the city and moved to Van castle. The qyzylbash army reached
Van and sieged the castle. Shah’s troops kept the siege till the
end of winter. Shah Tahmasib got news about his brother Sam
Mirza’s treachery and Sultan Suleyman to recognize him like
“the Adjam king”, so he was obliged to stop the siege of the
castle and go back to Azerbaijan immediately.

In spring of 1535, Sultan Suleyman attacked Tabriz once
more, but shah took necessary measures in time - the city po-
pulation was removed from the city, the irrigation canals, un-
derground water supplies were filled up with soil, the grain
and planting areas were burnt fully. Shah’s troops moved back
to Sultaniyyah. This gave great torment and big trouble to the
Ottoman army. Shah tried to invite Sultan Suleyman and Ib-
rahim pasha to the negotiations, but the opposite side refused
it. In such case, Shah Tah-masib ordered to burn all the gra-
in and planting areas from Sultaniyyah to Darajazin, the Ot-
toman army remained without food and water. The sultan’s
army began to starve of hunger and plague epidemic spread
widely. The front parts of shah’s troops in Darajazin exposed
to the attack of the Otto-man troops, but the battle resulted in
the victory of the qyzylbashs, the de-feated Ottoman troops
were obliged to move back. Shah ordered his broth-er Bahram
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Mirza to pursue Ibrahim pasha together with the other qyzyl-
bash commanders, and started to take the Van castle with his
troops. Maham-mad pasha and Ulama khan with 2 thousand
janissaries and 10 thousand cavalry were sent to help the Ot-
toman troops sieged in the castle. Informed that Ulama khan
was near-by, Shah Tahmasib attacked them with 2 thou-sand
men. Relying on the superiority of his troops, Mahammad
pasha or-dered janissaries to attack, but the guardian troops
of shah annihilated them during a short time; some of the sul-
tan’s courtiers were captured alive in the battle. The Qyzyl-
bash army pursued the Ottoman troops till Bitlis and captured
big trophy.

Bahram Mirza’s troops reached Arjish and made the Otto-
man troops defeat, taking shelter in the castle. Sultan Suley-
man sent troops under the com-mandership of Sinan pasha
there, but the troops of the qyzylbash amir Bu-dag khan Ga-
djar met them and killed all, the cut head of Sinan pasha was
sent to Shah Tahmasib who was in Van. Getting aware of that,
Sultan Sul-eyman sent especially chosen parts of his army to
Arjish under command-ership of the grand vizier Ibrahim
pasha. The Qyzylbash troops defeated Ibrahim pasha’s troops
as well; the only thing Ibrahim pasha managed to do, was ta-
king those who were in the castle and moving back from there.
Thus, the castles of Van and Arjish with their surrounding are-
as were liber-ated by Shah Tahmasib.

Using the interval in the war with the Ottomans in favor,
Shah Tahmasib I managed to liquidate the state of Shirvans-
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hahs completely. After the death of Shirvanshah Khalilullah II
in 1535, the Shirvan throne remained without a king; various
courtiers began to struggle for capturing the throne. In such
case, the widow of Khalilullah IT and Shah Tahmasib’s sister,
Parikhan khanum, took necessary measures according to his
brother’s instructions and consequently captured the Shirvan
throne. After that, she came to Ta-briz and told Shah Tahma-
sib that it was high time to conquer Shirvan where a chaos
and confusion surrounded everywhere. Shah Tahmasib liste-
ned to the information of the same context of guardian chef
Padar who came to Tabriz with his troops as well, and sent
his brother Alkas Mirza with the 20 thousand cavalry to take
Shirvan region in the summer of 1538. The cities of Shamak-
hi and Gabala, as well as, the castles of Surkhab and Qorchi
were taken in a short time. Though the troops of Shirvan made
up re-sistance and took shelter in Gulustan and Bugurt castles,
Shah himself came in front of the Bugurt castle. The Qyzylbash
army opened fire with cannons which they had just had, and
those in the castle began to beg for mercy, surrendering imme-
diately. The tremendous money and precious stones in Bugurt
castle, which was considered to be the traditional treasure sto-
rage of the Shirvanshah dynasty, were confiscated by Shah’s
order. Shah Tahmasib found all the instigators of chaos in Shir-
van and executed them. Thus, the Shirvanshahs state turned
into one of the baylarbayis of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state and
Alkas Mirza was appointed to the position of the Shirvan bay-
larbayi. The subordination of the north and south parts of the
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country to the common central government stimulated on a
big scale the economic-political and moral development of the
Safavid-Qyzylbash state.

In 1544, great political unrest surrounded thelMughal Em-
pire which was the ally of the Safavids. The ruler of Afghans
Shirkhan defeated the Mughals, exposing the Mughal king
Humayun to difficult situation. Even the brothers of the Mu-
ghal king opposed and left him alone. In such case, Huma-
yun found out that the only way was applying to the Safavids
for help, and by the help of the Sistan ruler, he came to Herat
with his wife, maids and near-ly 40 guardians, then overcame
a long distance from there to the Shah headquarters near Sul-
taniyyah. Humayun was received here with great hospitality
by shah’s brothers, princes, vizier and gorchubashi (the chef
of the guardians), Shah Tahmasib came out of his tent, greeted
him and invit-ed inside. Their meeting was accompanied with
mutual presents and prom-ises about the two-sided corporati-
on. Shah Tahmasib gave Humayun nearly 12 thousand qyzyl-
bash warriors under the leadership of Budag khan Gadjar and
Shahverdi bey Ustajlu. Humayun left for India with the re-
marked mili-tary aid, annihilated his enemy, the Afghan ruler
Shirkhan and gained the Mughal throne again. As a substitute,
he gave the Safavid-Qyzylbash state the city of Gandahar whi-
ch had a yearly income of 40 thousand tuman.

In 1546, Alkas Mirza, who was under the influence of Shir-
van courtiers, raised a revolt against his brother Shah Tah-
masib. Shah sent his son to Shirvan to have negotiations with
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Alkas Mirza first. Though Alkas Mirza first refused to obey,
getting aware of Shah Tahmasib to approach with the ar-my,
he sent his mother Khanbayi khanum and his son Sultan Ah-
mad to shah. The qyzylbash courtiers sent by Shah Tahma-
sib met with Alkas Mirza in Javad and delivered him Shah’s
terms, Alkas Mirza accepted them. At the beginning of 1547,
Shah Tahmasib moved towards Georgia with a big army, pas-
sing through Shuragil. Alkas Mirza was ordered to leave for
the Cher-kess country with his troops. Observing the tribe
contentions of amirs in the capital and using the opportunity,
Alkas Mirza declared himself to be an in-dependent king aga-
in, ordered to read khutbah in mosques and produce money
on his name. Therefore, returning from his marching to Geo-
rgia, Shah Tahmasib decided to settle up with his brother. He
passed through Gandja with his troops and moved towards
Shirvan. Going to fight the Cherkesses, Alkas Mirza failed be-
cause of the severe cold, and on the way back, he exposed to
the attack of the Cherkesses. He was defeated and was obliged
to go to Darband. Getting informed of Shah to be in Shirvan
with the troops of 30 thousand men, he sent his troops aga-
inst Shah. Shah’s troops moved towards Darband and destro-
yed Alkas’s troops on the bank of the Samur River. The troops
of Alkas in Gabala were annihilated, as well. Getting aware
of that Shah sent troops to pursue him and some parts of his
troops crossed to the Shah’s army, Alkas passed the Khynalig
village and crossed the other side of the Samur River with the
remains of his troops. The front parts of the Qyzylbash army
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reached the troops of Alkas in the Miskindja village of the
Akhti region and destroyed them. The wounded Alkas Mirza
moved back to the mountains, then passing through Shamk-
hal’s country, went to Istanbul by the Feodosia road. The sup-
porters of Alkas Mirza in Darband and Gulustan castle were
defeated by Shah Tah-masib, he appointed his son Ismail Mir-
za (Ismail II) as the Shirvan baylar-bayi and entrusted the ma-
nagement affairs to his Lala Goycha Sultan Gad-jar and retur-
ned to Tabriz in the autumn of 1547.

In 1548, Sultan Suleyman invaded the west of Azerba-
ijan with a big army for the third time, passing on Arzu-
rum-Khoy-Tabriz road. Alkas Mirza, who accompanied him
in this marching, persuaded sultan that as soon as the Otto-
man army entered Iraqg, shah’s army would get disloyal to the
shah. But it didn’t happen, and Shah Tahmasib moved back to
Shamsi-Gazan, avoiding from coming to open fighting and de-
alt with strengthening his ar-my there. The population of Tabriz
burnt all the grain and planting areas and filled the water ca-
nals with soil, by Shah’s order. Sultan sent Ulama khan with 40
thousand warriors to capture the Van castle and entered Ta-briz
with the rest of his army at the end of May, 1548. The Ottoman
army could stay in Tabriz just 4 days. During this period, more
than 5 thousand horses, camels and mules died of hunger and
thirst. On June 2, Sultan Sul-eyman was obliged to leave Tabriz;
nevertheless, the city population raised a revolt and gave big
damage to the returning Ottoman army. The parts of the Qyzy-
Ibash army went round the returning Ottoman army and cau-
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sed great losses in their troops with their sudden attacks. Being
unable to do anything in Azerbaijan, Sultan Suleyman captured
the Van castle on his way back, and gave order to Iskandar pas-
ha to protect it, and then went to Di-yarbakir himself. Getting
aware of that Sultan intended to restore and strengthen the Gars
castle and sent the additional troops there, Shah Tah-masib's
son, the prince Ismail Mirza attacked Gars with his troops and
man-aged to capture the castle, destroying the Ottoman troops.
Shah Tahmasib himself liberated Arzindjan from the Ottomans
and went to Iravan at the end of the same year. Although a man
by name Burhan Mirza, who pre-tended to be Shirvanshah II
Khalilullah's son, raised a revolt in Shirvan, he soon was defe-
ated by Ismail Mirza and escaped running to Gaytaghi. When
shah was in Arzindjan yet, Alkas Mirza attacked Hamadan and
Gum with 5 thousand men he had gotten from the Ottomans,
and then captured Kashan. As soon as the troops of the prince
Bahram Mirza reached Kashan, Alkas Mirza moved towards
Fars province in order to get rid of the pursues. He caused da-
mage in the castles of Fars province, and returned to Bagh-dad
passing through Shiraz. When Sultan Suleyman knew that Al-
kas de-ceived him and he wasn’t supported by people in fact,
he ordered Alkas Mirza to move to Istanbul immediately, but
Alkas refused to return to Istan-bul, moving to the mountainous
region. Suddenly he came face to face with the troops sent by
Shah Tahmasib and was captured and sent to Shah. By Shah's
order, Alkas Mirza was sent to prison in Gahgaha castle and
died there in 1551.
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In 1549, one more revolt raised in Shirvan was oppressed
by the Qyzylbash army. In 1551, Shah Tahmasib put an end to
the formal independence of Shaki province and included its
lands into the territory of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. In 1552,
after Shah Tahmasib strengthened the state mechanism and
oppressed the revolts and contentions, he made a pretext the
attack of the Ottoman army under the leadership of Iskandar
pasha to Chukhursaad and began the active military campa-
ign in the territories of the Ottoman state. The troops of Iskan-
dar pasha had invaded Khoy and en-tered the Chukhursaad
province, destroying everything there before it. By Shah Tah-
masib’s order, the Qyzylbash army gathered in the summer of
1552, and it was decided to begin military campaign in four di-
rections. The marching in the direction of the Ahlat castle was
led by Shah Tahmasib himself. All the Ottoman troops in Ah-
lat, Van, Bitlis, Vostan, Adiljawaz, Arjish, Mush, Pasin regions,
as well as, the Kurdish rebels were destroyed and annihilated;
a lot of trophy was captured. The qyzylbash troops under the
leadership of the prince Ismail Mirza attacked Arzurum in or-
der to pun-ish Iskandar pasha at the beginning of 1553. Being
self-assured of the su-periority of his troops, Iskandar pasha
left the city with the Ottoman army for the battle and expo-
sed to miserable defeat. During the battle, the rulers of Trab-
zon, Marash, Malatya, the brother of Iskandar pasha, as well
as, many a courtier and commander of Sultan Suleyman were
captured alive. In March, 1553, Shah Tahmasib returned with
enormous trophy. The same year, Shah Tahmasib sent envoy
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to sultan for the peace negotiations, but didn’t get a satisfac-
tory answer and ordered Ismail Mirza fo attack the Ot-toman
territories once more. The Qyzylbash army committed destruc-
tions and plunder in some provinces and came back.

In the spring of 1554, Sultan Suleyman attacked Azerbaijan
for the fourth time with a great army and invaded Nakhiche-
van. Shah Tahmasib used the previous tactics to avoid from
the open fighting, and gave big damage to sultan’s troops by
means of the numerous sudden attacks along the way. Sul-
tan and his army exposed to the sharp shortage of food and
were obliged to move back to Arzurum from Nakhichevan
he had burnt till the end. But the Qyzylbash army consisting
of 40 thousand warriors pursued them and entered the Otto-
man territories, coming face to face with the en-emy. The Ot-
toman troops exposed to the heavy defeat in the open battle,
even Sinan pasha, one of sultan’s closest men, was captured
alive. The uselessness of the campaigns against Azerbaijan
caused big depression amongst the Ottoman troops, the Otto-
man soldiers began to pronounce it openly and protests aga-
inst sultan began to multiply. At last, on May 29, 1555, Sultan
Suleyman agreed to receive the ambassadors of the Qyzylbash
state Shahgulu bey Gadjar and the butler Farrukhzad bey for
the peace ne-gotiations in Amasia, and a peace contract called
Amasia contract was signed there. According to the contract,
the provinces of the western Geor-gia were recognized as the
Ottoman territories and the provinces of the eastern Georgia
were included into the territories of the Safavid-Qyzylbash sta-
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te. The same year, Shah Tahmasib changed the capital of the
country from Tabriz to Gazvin.

The great difficulties of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state in the
period of reign of Shah Tahmasib weren't related to the inva-
sion of Azerbaijan by the Ottoman army for four times only.
During the years of his reign, Shah was obliged to solve the
regular contentions of the qyzylbash amirs within the palace,
to oppress the revolts and rebellions in various provinces, as
well as, to sup-press the endless attacks of the Uzbeks to Kho-
rasan, fighting them. Never-theless, Shah Tahmasib managed
to achieve his goals one by one with a great patience and de-
termination, additionally liquidating the state institu-tions in
Shaki and Shirvan, and marching to Georgia four times during
1540-1554 years. Moreover, the revolt raised in Gilan in 1566
was also op-pressed by Shah.

In 1559, the Ottoman prince Bayazid, who raised a revolt
against his father, passed to the territory of the Safavid-Qyzyl-
bash state in order to get rid of pursues and came to Shah Tah-
masib’s palace in Gazvin. Being received with the big hospita-
lity and banquets, prince Bayazid stayed in Qazvin for nearly
three years. Replying to Sultan Suleyman’s demands about gi-
ving back the prince Bayazid, Shah Tahmasib required him to
give back Bagh-dad and the control of the qyzylbash religious
figures upon the Shiite sa-cred tombs in Kerbela. As Sultan re-
fused the remarked demands, the nego-tiations lasted long, in
the end, getting 500 thousand gold florins, Shah agreed to give
back the prince Bayazid and his four sons to the delegation
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sent by Sultan. At the same time, he could make the Ottoman
side to sign a mutual contract about giving back the men be-
longing to the ruling dynas-ties who apply to the opposite side
for the potitical shelter.

The relationship of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state with the
European countries was enlarged during the reign of Shah
Tahmasib, too. According to the in-formation, in order to put
up a resistance to the Ottoman invasions, Portu-gal assisted
the Safavid-Qyzylbash state both with the guns and with the
financial help. Only in 1549, Shah Tahmasib bought 20 can-
nons from the Portuguese. The government of Venice inten-
ded to improve the relations with the Safavid-Qyzylbash state
against the Ottomans, by sending its dip-lomats to the Safavid
palace. In 1553, 1561 and 1563, The Safavid delega-tion made
official visits to Moscow, and in 1569, the Russian Tsar Ivan
IV sent his representatives to the Shah’s palace in Gazvin with
00 cannons and 500 rifles. In 1572, the Pope of Rome Piy V
sent a letter to shah, insti-gating him for fighting against the
Ottomans.

The special management abilities of Shah Tahmasib, as well
as, his atten-tion for people’s social level and way of living, ta-
king care of the poor, con-trolling seriously all the documen-
tation affairs and official letters in the pal-ace were remarked
in the historical sources. During 20 years of his reign, he libe-
rated people from taxes, imposed fines for the cases of misuse
of the authoritics and realized some reforms. The main reform
of Shah Tahmasib was the complete liquidation of the tax form
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of tamgha which encumbered the real development of city life
and trade.

In 1575, Shah Tahmasib fell ill seriously and died on May
14, 1576. Shah Tahmasib I is considered to be one of the most
ruling kings in Asia; his reign and power lasted more than 52
years.

Sah 1l Ismayil ©mir xani dorhal hiizuruna ca-
girib onu “xalqin saha olan inamini qirmaqda” ittiham etdi, la-
kin Omir xan casarstla cavab verdi ki, sahin solahiyyat yerdiyi
stinni lilamalar sahin stinniliyi gabul etmaya meyl etdiyi bars-
do xalqa yalanlar darusir vo yaxsi olar ki, sah hamin ilomala-
rin barasinda tadbir gorsiin. Sah II Ismayil Ordogru Xalifoni
hobs etdirarak Omir xandan talab etdi ki, agor Tehrandaki sah-
zadani onun yerina taxta oturtmaq niyyetinda deyillorso, saha
olan sadaqatini amalda siibut etsinlar. Sahin na demak istadi-
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yini anlayan Omir xan qardasi Miiseyib xan Takslii ila birlikda
tezliklo Tehrandaki sahzada Hasani oldirerok aradan gotiirdi.

Sah I Ismayil xalqin naraziligim aradan qaldirmaq iiglin
bazi slinni iilomalarim yanina ¢agiraraq onlan dini tohrif et-
makda ittiham edib danladi. Eyni zamanda, tizarinda kelme-
yi-sohadat vo “Oliyyan valiyullah” kalmasi yazilmayan yeni
qizil vo glimis sikkeler zarb etdirdi ki, bu da sialarin, xlisusan
da, din xadimlorinin boylik naraziligina sabab oldu. Biitiin bu
addimlardan dogan naraziliglar qizilbas qosunlarini, amirlari
vo hotta II Ismayilin yaxin gevrasini do shata etmisdi.

1577-ci il noyabrin 24-da sah II Ismayil sarxos halda palta-
rint dayisarak saraydan ¢ixdi, saray halvagisi Hasan bayin vo
maiyyotin miisayioti ilo seharin kiigalarini dolasmaga basla-
di. Gecayarisi iso o, dincalmak liglin Hason bayin evina galdi.
Ertosi sabah elo homin evdo onun meyidi tapildi. Il ismayihin
olimi barada yayilmis fikirlor onun kaskin mada agrisindan,
yaxud haddan artiq tiryok gabul etmoakdon vafat etdiyini tox-
min edir. Eyni zamanda, onun bogdurularaq oldiiriiimasi
forziyyasi do qalmaqdadir. Tarixgi iskendor bay Miinsi Tiirk-
man isa yazir ki, [l Ismayilin dévlot islarindon tacrid etdiyi Po-
rixan xamm haramxana kenizlori vasitasile sahin qobul etdiyi
uyusdurucu maddolara zahar gatmis, belalikla, sahin olimii-
nii tagkil etmisdi. Paytaxt ohalisi Sah II Ismayilin liimiindan
osla gomlanmodi. Onun toratdiyi qatliamlar va atdig: bir sira
addimlar yaddan ¢ixmamusdi. Taxta iddiali namizadin segil-
mosindo do hor hansi bir ¢atinlik meydana golmadi. Qizilbas
ayanlart onun bir yasgh oglunun namizedliyini radd etdilor va
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sah I Tohmasibin Herat hakimi vazifosinds olan boyiik oglu
Mohamm?d Mirzanin sah secilmasi gorarina galdilor,

Sah 1l Ismayil Safovi tarixdo daha ¢ox slinni-sio ixtilaflari-
m aradan goétiirmok yéniinda atdigi bazi addimlara goro xa-
tirlanmaqdadir. Onun iqtidart dovriinda sunniparast Osmanh
dovlati vo 6zbaklar tarafindon Safevi-Qizilbas dovlating qarsi
har hansi miihariba aparilmamus, sakitlik hokm stirmisdiir.

SHAH ISMAIL SAFAVI 11
1576-1577
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The third king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state (b.1537,

Ardabil - d.1578, Gazvin), son of Shah Tahmasib I.

Shah Ismail Il was born in Ardabil city in 1537. The pe-
riod of his reign was 1576-1577 years. His mother was
Soltanim khanum, the daughter of Isa bay Mosullu
Turkoman.

Being near his father since his childhood, Ismail II was ap-
pointed the Shirvan baylarbayi and sent there when he was 11.
There he was educated and taught the art of war at the same
time, later Ismail II took part in sev-eral battles together with
his father. In 1553, when he was 16, he attacked Arzurum with
the qyzylbash army and defeated a great number of the Ot-to-
man troops under the leadership of the Arzurum ruler Iskan-
dar pasha; this victory caused him to gain a great reputation
amongst the people. After this event, among 9 sons of Shah
Tahmasib I, namely Ismail Mirza attracted attention as a real
candidate to the throne. At the same time with the cele-bra-
tion of the victories upon the Ottomans in the capital Gazvin,
it was held a big and luxurious wedding party foi Ismail Mir-
za, too. The increasing of Ismail Mirza’s reputation on a gre-
at scale in the country and especially in the capital compel-
led Shah Tahmasib I to send away Ismail Il from the cap-ital,
by appointing him the ruler of Herat; he ordered his brother
Maham-mad Mirza to control his son there. Nevertheless, the
pretentious and ambi-tious Ismail Mirza created a lot of diffi-
culties for Mahammad Mirza there, too. He even dares to send
letters to all the baylarbayis of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state one
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by one, keeping it secret from his father and demand-ing therm
to gather troops for the realization of the next marching to the
Ot-toman territories. Getting aware of that, Shah Tahmasib I
sent his gor-chubashi (guardian chef) Sevindik bay Afshar to
Herat in order to remove Ismail II from his duty and bring him
to Gazvin, Mahammad Mirza was ap-pointed the ruler of He-
rat again.

Sevindik bay Afshar came to Savah together with Ismail
Mirza, where Ismail Il was surrendered to Shah Tahmasib’s
most reliable man Masum bay. By shah’s order, the young
Ismail Mirza was taken into prison to the Gahgaha castle by
Masum bay; his supporters in Shah’s palace were pun-ished
cruelly. Ismail II remained in prison in the Gahgaha castle for
nearly 19 years and seven months. Being just 24 when arres-
ted, he came out of prison in deep psychological shock and
grown thin when he was 43.

In May, 1576, when Shah Tahmasib I was hopelessly ill,
the question of candidates for the throne became actual again.
As the other son of Shah Haydar Mirza, whose mother was a
Georgian concubine, Ismail II had a lot of supporters, as well.
On May 14, 1576, Shah Tahmasib I died without leaving any
testament or assigning anyone to his throne, different groups
began a relentless struggle for the power within the palace.
Being in the palace, the prince Haydar Mirza put his father’s
crown on his head and took his sword, but the palace guardi-
ans who were Ismail Mirza’s supporters, closed all the doors
and gates of the palace and didn’t allow Haydar Mirza’s sup-
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porters to enter the palace, so Haydar Mirza got isolated from
his sup-porters in the palace in fact. At the same time, in the
other part of the capi-tal a numerous number of supporters of
Ismail Mirza gathered together with the qyzylbash amirs; they
decided to liberate Ismail Mirza from the Gahgaha castle and
bring him to the capital.

Like the majority of the Qyzylbash tribe leaders, Shah Tah-
masib’s daughter, wise and crafty Parikhan khanum suppor-
ted Ismail Mirza, too. And this situation opened Ismail Mirza’s
way to throne in fact. Thus, Haydar Mirza was killed in the pa-
lace, the troops of the Ustajlu tribe, who were faithful to him,
were rendered harmless, and then a large number of crowds
left for the Gahgaha castle to liberate Ismail II from there. Is-
mail IT went to Ardabil to visit his granddad sheikh Safiad-
din’s tomb first, and then came to the shah's palace in capital
Gazvin. :

The ceremony of crowning of the prince Ismail Mirza under
the name of Shah Ismail Safavi Il was held on August 22, 1576,
in this occasion, there was a solemn reception in the Chahalsu-
tun Hall of the palace. Nvertheless, from the first days of his
reign, the expectation of people from Ismail IT didn’t justify it-
self. The long years in prison caused to appear various nega-ti-
ve features in Shah II Ismail’s character, he became very cruel
and harsh. Till the end of the first year of his reign, Shah Ismail
[T ordered to kill many of his brothers and princes who might
be his rivals in future according to his mind. The prince Mus-
tafa and prince Suleyman were killed by stran-gling. Moreo-
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ver, using the conflict happened between the Rum Sufis and
the men of the Gazvin elder, Shah Ismail Il gave order to kill
the other princes, as well. Mahammad Husseyn Mirza, Prince
Mahmud and his one-year-old son, prince Imamgulu, Prince
Ahmad and Ibrahim Mirza were killed in the same way, too.
After that, shah began to organize the massacre of the males
belonging to the dynasty that lived in the various provinces.
All the cousins of Shah, including firstly Bahram Mirza’s son
Badiuzzaman Mir-za, were killed. Only the children of Shah’s
brother from the same mother Mahammad Mirza remained
alive.

In the first period of his reign, Shah Ismail Il ordered to sol-
ve all the state and civil questions in the justice court (divan).
He dismissed the pre-vious vizier from his position and ap-
pointed Mirza Salman as his vizier, at the same time he made
some changes in the structure of palace duties and in the con-
tent of the province rulers. After being assured of his throne,
there appeared the inclination for orgy and carousal in his cha-
racter. Some months after he got the throne, the positive thou-
ghts Shah Ismail 11 pro-nounced about the Sunnizm in several
men’s presence, were spread in the palace and met discontent
among the courtiers. Soon shah Ismail Il made an initiative
about liquidation of “cursing first three Islam caliphs”, for-
bid-ding it in the streets, mosques and city squares. He also or-
dered the guard-ians to pay special attention to religious pre-
aches in the mosques, in order not to give chance for cursing
the caliphs. Not being satisfied with it, Shah Ismail II began to
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persecute some of the Shiite confessors, he drove some of them
out of the palace, and the books of some confessors were con-
fis-cated. He even ordered to give money awards to those who
had never cursed caliphs.

When it was ordered to take out all the sayings of Imam Ali
from the walls of the mosques and to kill some of the dervis-
hes, the fanatic Qy-zylbashs lost their patience. A large crowd
gathered in Saadabad garden in front of the palace, deman-
ding Shah, who was the Chief confessor of the Safavid sect at
the same time, to announce his belief openly. It was decided
to send the chief of the Takalu tribe Ardogdu Khalifah and the
leader of the Turkomans Amir khan to Shah in order to get
answers to the questions they were interested, from him. But
some of the amirs, who were there, went to shah and misinfor-
med him as if the remarked tribe leaders had created an alli-
ance, intended to overthrow shah from the throne by accusing
him in heresy, and planned to declare shah’s nephew prince
Hassan living in Teh-ran as a Shah. Shah Ismail Il immediately
called Amir khan and accused him in “breaking people’s fa-
ith for the Shah”, but Amir khan answered fear-lessly that the
Sunni scientists, whom the Shah had given authority, told lies
to people about the Shah to have wish to receive Sunnizm and
it would be better to take strict measures about those scien-
tists. Shah Ismail II gave order to arrest Ardogru Khalifah and
told Amir Khan if they didn’t intend to declare the prince in
Tehran as a Shah, they should prove their loyalty for Shah in
reality. Amir khan understood what Shah meant by saying so,
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soon he was obliged to take his brother Museyib khan Takalu
and organized the secret execution of the prince Hassan Mirza
in Tehran.

In order to prevent from people’s discontent, Shah Ismail
II called some of the Sunni confessors and reproached and ac-
cused them in misin-terpreting the religion. At the same time,
he gave order to produce new gold and silver coins on which
there was no Shahadah and the words “Aliyyan valiyullah”. It
caused a great discontent amongst the Shiites, and especially,
religious figures. Discontent surrounded all the qyzylbash tro-
ops, amirs and even the close men of Ismail II.

On November 24, 1577, Shah Ismail II changed his dress
and went out of the palace while drunk, making a tour of the
city together with Has-san bay and his men. At midnight, he
came to Hassan bay’s house to have a rest there. But in the
next morning, he was found dead there. Thoughts about the
reasons of death of Ismail II guessed his death because of the
severe stomachache. Some said he was strangled to death.
Some historians wrote that Parikhan khanum, whom Shah Is-
mail II isolated from the state affairs, organized the poisoning
the meals Shah ate. The population of the capital didn't grieve
for the death of Shah Ismail II at all. The crimes he had com-
mitted weren’t forgotten yet. And there was no difficulty in
choosing the candidate for the throne. The qyzylbash courtiers
refused the candidacy of his one-year-old son and decided to
choose Shah Tahmasib’s elder son Ma-hammad Mirza, the ru-
ler of Herat, as a Shah.
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Shah Ismail II is remembered in history for his several steps
in the di-rection of preventing from sunni-shiite disagree-
ments more than anything else. During his reign, there weren't
any wars by the sunni Ottomans or Uzbeks against the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state and silence reigned in general.

Eyni
zamanda, gozlorinin zaif gormosi ve xarakterca qaddar olma-
masi qizilbas omirlaring fiirsatden istifade edarak dovlat isla-
rinin gedisine tosir gostarmak imkanlar yaradirdi. Galinan qo-
rar dovlat islorindo yenidan s6z sahibi olmus Parixan xanima
catdinldiqda o, bildirdi ki, gardasinin sah olmasi gararina bir
etirazi yoxdur, ancaq biitlin dovlat iglerini 6zii aparacaqdir.
Nohayat, Qoazvindo yekun qgorar verildikdon sonra Siraza xa-
bor gondorilir. Sultan Mahammod Mirza ona bu xabori ilk ¢at-
diran xana “xosxabar xan” adini vermisdir.

Sultan Mohammad Mirzo hokmdarhg Sirazda gabul etsa
do, paytaxtda dovlat islari tamaman Parixan xanimin alinda
comiasmis, biitiin amirlar va dovlatin ali saxslori ona tabe ol-
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musdular. Parixan xamimin amri ila sah I Ismayilin hobsa at-
dirdig1 quzilbas amirlari va saray ayanlar1 hobsden azad edil-
diler. Hatta onun yaninda qizilbas tayfa baggilarindan ibarat
agsaqqallar surasi yaradildi, bu suraya Tiirkman tayfasindan
Omir xan, Ustaclu tayfasindan Pira Mashammad xan, $amliu
tayfasindan Sultan Hiiseyn xan, Tokalii tayfasindan Miiseyib
xan Sarafaddin oglu, Ofsar tayfasindan Qulu bay Qorgubas:

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Sah Mahsmmad Xudabandanin hakimiyyati dévriinds ha-
kim siilalanin bir ¢ox mansublarinin aradan gotiiriilmasi sabe-
bindan dévlatin tamallarina bdyiik zarba dayir, eyni zamanda,
Mahdi Ulya xamimin niifuzu va quzilbas amirlarin istoklarina
garsi gixmasi tadrican béhranli vaziyyatin yaranmasina gatirib
gixarir, yerlarde markszdangagma meyllari vo boytik tayfala-
ra mansub olan qruplarin 6z arazilarina sahib olmaq cahdls-
ri gliclanir. Bohranli durumun yaranmasina sabab olan daha
bir amil riigvatin genislanmasi idi. Bela bir vaziyyastds 6lke-
nin garq va qarb qonsulari Safavi-Qizilbas dévlstinin tanaz-
ziil dovriine qadom qoydugunu diigiinarak 6lka arazisina qo-
sun yeritmaya fiirsat gazirdi. Hom 6zbaklar, ham ds Osmanli
tarafdan dovlatin arazi bitovliiyiine qars: tahlitka méveud idi.

Hala 1577-ci ilds Osmanlinin Vandaki pasasi Xosrov pasa-
nin tahriki ila Selmasda va Tasuqda giyam qaldiran kiirdlar
hamin paganin qogunlar ila birlikda 1555-ci il siilhiinii poza-
raq, Xoya hiicum edib orani tutmus ve hakimi 6ldiirmiisdiilar,
daha sonra isa Urmiya hakimini éldiirorak orani ala kegirmis,
sah I Tohmasibin Maragada olan 10 min se¢ma arab atindan
ibarat ilxisini stiriib aparmigdilar. Bundan miiayyan goadar
sonra Sirvanda 9bubakr Mirzs Biirhan oglu lozgilardan ibarat
2-3 min qosun toplayaraq lisyan galdirmis, sonra “Sirvanin
stinni ahalisini qzilbag ziilmiinden qorumaga kémak” xahisi
ilo Osmanl sultanina elgilar gondararak komak edilacayi hal-
da, sultanin vassali olacagim vad etmisdi. Oslinda buradaki
isyanin 9sas sabablsrindan biri o idi ki, xalqin agir vaziyyatda
yasamasina gora, hala sah I Tohmasib tarafindan yigilmast da-
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yandirilmis vo 9 ilo yaxin toplanmamis xarac vergisinin borcu
200 min tiimani ke¢misdi va dovlat xazinasi bosaldigca hamin
verginin yigilmast glindema galmigdi. Obubakr Mirzays go-
linco, o, tGsyangt atasi oldiiriildikdan sonra, hale 1570-ci ilda
Krim xani Dovlot Girey xanin yanina getmis, Girey xan onu
hormotla qarsilayib onu 6z qizi ile evlandirmis, onun haqqin-
da Osmanl sultanina malumat vermisdi. Sbubskr Mirzaya
maas toyin olunmus va Osmanli ordusunun Sirvana hilicumu-
na kimi Sirvanda qalmisdi.

Safovi-Qizilbas dévlatinin hiidudlan daxilinda iisyan va
caxnasma miihitinin yaradilmasinda rol aldiqdan sonra, 1578-
ci ildo Osmanlt sultani [II Murad novbati mitharibays son ha-
zirhq islorini tamamlayaraq, Mustafa Lolo pasaya Srzurumda
topladigi yliz minlik qosunu harakata gotirmak amrini verdi,
eyni zamanda, Krim xanindan va Dagistanin feodal hakimls-
rindan Osmanlimn Glirctistan1 va Sirvani istila etmasi amaliy-
yatlarina 0z qosunlariyla dastok vermoalarini toleb etdi. Musta-
fa Lala pasa Qarsa qosun yeritdi va ordan Giirciistana dogru
harakat etdi. Cuxurssad baylarbayi Mehommodi xan Toxmagq
Ustaclu vo Qarabag baylarbayi Imamqulu xan Qacar 6z qiiv-
volorini birlosdirorok 15 minlik qosunla Qarsin gimal-gargin-
doki Cildir golii sahilinda Osmanli ordusunun 6nda galon
hissalori ilo Giz-liza goldilar. Savagin ilk marhalasinda qizilbas-
tar qalib goldi, li¢ mina yaxin Osmanh asgari oldiiriildu. On
dostonin mahv edilmasindan xabar tutan Mustafa pasa tacili
30 minlik alavo gqosun gondardi, qacanlari toqib edan qizilbas
qiivvelari asas qosundan xeyli uzaqlasdilar vo qargidan galen
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coxsayli qosuna moaglub oldular. Mahammadi xan Toxmagq
Darvis pasanin vo Bohram pasanin qirx minlik qosununu Os-
manlilarin asas qlivvasi hesab edarak, onlara hiicum etsa do,
Mustafa pasanin pusqudan qixan yetmis minlik ordusu sag
cinahdan hiicuma kegib qizilbas giivvalarina zarbo endiranda
Moahommadi xan moglubiyyati basa diisiib, qosunun salamat
qalan hissasini dag agirlarindan kegirmoklo xilas eda bildi.
Azorbaycanin diger vilayat hakimlari Mahammaodi xanin ¢a-
girisna biganalik gostororok ona dostok vermamisdilor, bu se-
babdon Mahammadi xan Toxmaq 6z dostoloriyla Cuxursaads,
Imamqulu xan isa Qarabaga qayitdilar. Osmanli ordusu giir-
cli feodallarinin onlarin tarafina ke¢gmasindan sonra, hamin il
avqustun 24-do asanhgqla Tiflisi vo Qorini tutdu. S$ski hakimi
isa xan Osmanlinin Giirciistani tutmasi xaborini esitdikdan
sonra miilkiinii tark edorok Qazvina getdi.

Homin ilin payizinda Azarbaycanin conub hissasinin haki-
mi Omir xan Tirkman on minlik qosunla Tobrizdon ¢ixaraq
Qarabagda Imamqulu xamin giivvaloriylo birlasarak Alazan
cay! sahilinda Osmanli ordusunun boyiik hissasino hiicum
etdi. Doyls qizilbaglarin qolabasiyla naticalandi. Lakin Omir
xanmn oglunun 6zbagina hiicumu ve maglubiyyoti voziyyati
dayisdi. Omir xan qosunlarinin qaliglari ilo Tebrizo qayitmaga
macbur oldu, Osmanh ordusu isa 8 min insanin hayat! bahasi-
na da olsa, Alazan gayinin digor sahiline kegarak Orosa daxil
oldu, daha sonra isa ¢otinlik ¢akmadon Samaxini, Qabalani,
Bakini, Sabrani, Mahmudabadi va Salyani olo kegirdi. Dor-
bandin hakimi Ciraq Xalifo isa 300 nafarlik dostosi ilo sonadak
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miiqavimat gosterarak halak oldu va gahar Osmanli qosunlari-
nin alina kecdi. Bundan sonra qig vaxti geriya donen Mustafa
paganin qosunu yol boyu gah soyuqdan, gah achqdan, gah da
qofil hiicumlardan goxlu sayda itki verdi. Takea Tiflis yolunda
Imamqulu xan Qacarin qurdugu pusquya diigarken 20 mina-
dok Osmanli asgari mahv oldu. Tezliklo Imamqulu xan Orage
gefil hiicum edarok burda olan Osmanl qarnizonunu darma-
dagin etdi.

Qoazvindaki sah sarayinda bu amaliyyatlarla bagli kegirilon
miisavirada iso olduqca yumgaq movqe gostarilarak sultana
nazakatli bir maktub yazilmasi va serhadin pozulmasina eti-
raz bildirilmasi qorara alinmigdil. Lakin gondarilon maktub
yariyolda saxlanildigina gors, sah sarayr harba harble cavab
vermak mocburiyyati garsisinda qaldi. Sahzade Homza Mir-
zonin basgiligr il togkil olunan qosun sentyabrin 27-de Qoz-
vindan gixaraq Miyanaya galdi. Otuz minlik qizilbas qosunu
Ordabildon kegoarok Qarabaga dogru harakat etdi. Krim xani-
nin, lazgilarin, Obubokrin Sirvan tsyangilarinin qiivvalari isa
simaldan Sirvana daxil olaraq Osmanli ordusu ils birlikda Sa-
maxida toplandilar. Krim xaninin qardagi Adil Girey xan 12
minlik birlasmis qosunla qizilbag ordusunun qargisina ¢ixdu.
1578-ci il noyabrin 28-da Agsu ¢ay1 sahilinda, Mollahasan adl
yerda bas veran ddyiisda qizilbag ordusu birlagmis tatar-laz-
gi qosununu darmadagin etdi, Adil Girey isa niza il yarala-
naraq.esir alindi. Bu xabari esitdikdon sonra $amaxidaki Os-
manl gosununun sarkardasi paran-paran diigmiis qiivvalari
bir araya gotirmok va méohkemlanmak iiglin gahari buraxib

Onun soarigtasizliyi va giinahi ucbatindan Sirvan masalosi hall
olunmamis qaldi va Safavi-Quzilbas ordusu Sirvanda moh-
koamlona bilmadi.

Qazvinda isa daxili siyasi vaziyyat miirakkab olaraq qa-
hrdi. Sahin arvadi Mahdi Ulyanin tiirk qizilbas amirlarini
vozifolordan tadrican kanarlagdirib yerina Iran monsali di-
gorlarini tayin etdirmasi 6lke daxilinda siyasi bohranin mig-
yasinin bdylimesina sabab olmaqda idi. Onun soxsi vaziri
Mir Qoavamaddin Hiiseyn Sirazi, paytaxtin kolantari Movlana
Ofzal Miinaccim Qazvini, hamginin, Mirza Salmanin mansayi
manbalarda limumi “tacik” istilahi ilo adlandirihir. Mahdi Ul-
yanin ozbagina qorarlarindan tangs galmis qizilbag amirlari
Sahrux xan méhiirdar Ziilqgadar, Piri Mahammad xan Ustac-
lu va Qorxmaz xan Samlu Mshdi Ulyanin 6zbastnahglarina
son qoymaq qorarna goldilar, vazifasindan kanarlagdirilan
Mbshammad xan Tirkman, qorgubast Qulu bay Ofsar da tez-
likla onlarin niyyatina destak verdi. Onlar Mahdi Ulyani haki-
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miyyati alinda saxlamaqgda, 6zlina yaxin tacikleri voe mazanda-
ranlilarr vozifaloro ¢okmoakdo, qizilbas tiirkman amirlarini iso
dovlat islarindon konarlasdirmaqda, hamginin, haramxana xo-
zinasini Mazandarana kegirmakda tagsirli bilirdiler. Ovvalca
sah sarayma golon qzilbas amirlori 60z niimayandalari vasito-
silo saha 6z koskin naraziliglarmu bildirdiler, lakin Mahdi Ulya
golanlora elo tohqirlar va hadalar yagdird: ki, onlar acizlikden
sarayi tork etmokdan basqa yol gormadilar. Qizilbas amirlari
mosaloni ciddi sakildo salun divaninda galdirmaqdan basqa
vol gqalmadigim gortib, 1579-cu il iyulun 26-da sahin hiizuru-
na cixdilar. Onlarin sah arvadm ve onun anasin dovlot isla-
rindon uzaglagsdirmaq vea cozalandirmagq toleblorini dinlayan
sah Mahommod Xudabando ¢ox yumsaq sakilda cavab verarak
Mohdi Ulyaya dovlat islarina garismamaq xabardarligi edaco-
yini, yaxud onu oglu ilo Mazandarana gondara bilacayini, la-
kin seyid qizi olan arvadini cazalandirmayacagini soyladi. Isi
belo goron qizilbas omirlari sahin verdiyi vadlarin inandinic
olmadigr qonaatino galarak, dzlari masalani hall etmayi qara-
ra aldilar. Iginda sahin qohumu da olan 3-4 nafor qizilbag bayi
sah haramxanasina daxil olaraq Mahdi Ulyani bogub oldiir-
dilar. Ardinca onun anasini, bazi ala kegan gohumlarini vo
Mazandaran osilli ayanlari da aradan gotiirdiilor. $ahin arvad:
oldikden sonra paytaxt Qazvinds Mazandaranlilara qargi igti-
saslar baslandi. Bir neca giindan sonra qizilbag amirlari gahin
hiizuruna galorok Qurana and igdilar ki, onlarin bu addimi
Saha qarst yonalmoayib va onlar Sah Mahammad Xudabanday?
olonocan sadiq qalacaglar. Andin matni miictohidlorin vo tile-
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manmn mohiird ila tesdiglon-
di vo saha taqdim edildi. Sa-
hin 6z arvadinin 6limdi fakt
ila barigmaqdan basqa garosi
qalmadi. Dovlat islori va ha-
kimiyyat yenidon Qizilbag
omirlorinin alinda comlasdi.
Homin il oktyabrin 10-da
Krim xant Mahommod Girey
100 minlik ordu ilo harakot
edib Simali Qafqazdan keg-
moklo Darbanda gatdi. Sah Mohommad Xudabondo oglu Hom-
zo Mirza ilo quzilbas qogununun éniinda Qoazvindon ¢ixib Tab-
riza goldi va Osmanlhilara qargi amealiyyatlara burdan rohbarlik
etmok gorara alindi. Mohommad Girey va Darbanddoki Osman-
hi pasasi oktyabrin 23-do Samaxiya daxil oldular, sonra Baki,
Gonca, Qarabag va Mugan tutuldu vo xarabahiga gevrilorok
qarat edildi. Qizilbag ordusunun yaxinlasmasi xabarindon son-
ra Mohammoad Girey geri qayitmaq omrini verdi vo 6z ordusu
ilo Krima qayitdr. Qizilbaglar yenidan Samaxint olo kegirdilar.
Lakin tatarlarin bu qofil hlicumu Azorbaycanda boyiik acliq vo
sofalatin yaranmasina sabob oldu, ¢orak vo arzaqin qiymotlari
gorinmamis daracada qalxdi, minlarlo insan acindan tolaf oldu.
1580-ci ilin yayinda Hacr Maqsud boy Ziilqodorin rahberlik
etdiyi quzilbag niimayondo heyoti Istanbula golorok Osman-
i hokmdarn Sultan [II Murada Sah Mohammod Xudabanda-
nin moktubunu catdirdi. Moktubda siilhiin barpa olunmasi,

1578-ci il aid sikka
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miisalman gadin va usaqlann asir alinmasinin va onlara zora-
kiliglarin yolverilmaz olmasi va digar arzular aks olunmugdu.
Lakin bu, Sultan III Muradin Sirvana yeni yiirliga baslamaq
amrini vermayina mane olmadi. Onun sarkarda tayin etdiyi
Sinan pasa Orzurumda bdyiik qosun toplayaraq sah Maham-
mad Xudabandays hada-qorxu ila dolu maktub yolladi. Bu
moktuba kaskin cavab aldiqgdan sonra Sinan pasanin movge-
yi toroflor arasinda $irvan masslasini aydinlagdirmaq tgin
danisiglarin olmasi taklifini veracok gadar yumsaldi. Bu as-
nada Krim tatarlarinin $irvana tiglincli dafa qgaratgi hiicumu
bas verdi, Osmanl gosunlarinin Sirvanda olan hissaleri da bu
basqinlarda istirak etdi. Qizilbas emirlarinin qosun dastala-
ri birlagarak avvalki yerds - Mollahasan yaxinliginda yenidan
Osmanli v tatar qosunlari ilo doylisa girdilar. Qizilbaslarin
ildirim stiratli hiicumuna davam gatirmayan Osmanli vo tatar
qlivvalori siirotla geri ¢okilmaya basladilar. Osmanli hissalari
yeniden Darbanda siginib, méhkamlanmaye ¢alisdilar, tatar-
larsa Dagistandan kegib Krima gayitdilar. Bundan sonra Sinan
pasanin siith baglanmasi barada qizilbaslarin taklifini sultana
catdirmaqdan basqa garasi qalmadi. Safavi-Qizilbag dovlatinin
elgisi Qum hakimi Ibrahim xan Tiirkman bu niyyatlo Istanbu-
la gondorilse ds, sultanin siilh baglamaga talasmadiyi aydin
oldu, elgi iss Osmanl paytaxtinda yeddi il saxlanildi. Krim
tatarlarinin 1581-ci ilda Sirvana dérdiincii basqini da ugursuz-
lugla naticalondi va onlarin qlivvalari Samaxi ila Sabran ara-
sinda Qizilbas ordusunun hiicumu naticasinds darmadagin
edildi. Sah Mahammad Xudabandanin Xorasana yiiriisiindan

Samaxini ala kegirdi, lakin bir il sonra Imamqulu xanin qo-
sunu Samaxini almaga miiveffaq oldu. 1583-cii ilde qizilbas
amirlari arasinda tafriqoya ve adavats yol agdigina gors, vazir
Mirza Salman Heratda qizilbaslar tarafinden 6ldurildd.

Bels bir vaziyyat-
da Osmanli pasasi Farhad pasanin 1586-c1 ilin sentyabrinda
tokrar Tobriza golmasi Homza Mirzeni geri ¢akilmaya macbur
etdi. Tokrar sahari alan Osmanli pasasi Safavilara alinan biitiin
arazilor Osmanli miilkii hesab olunmaq sartila siilh taklifi gon-
dordi. Sahzado Homza Mirzs olduqca az sayda qosuna malik
oldugunu va bu qilivva ils itirilmis arazileri qaytarmagin gey-
ri-mimkiin oldugunu goriib, Tabrizin Safsvilarda galmasi gar-
tila siilho razi oldugunu bildirdi. Buna cavabda Farhad pasa
bu siilhiin zomanati olaraq ondan 6z 6vladlarindan birini Os-
manh paytaxtina girov gondarmayi taleb etdi. Homzo Mirza
oz kicik oglu Heydar Mirzani Istanbul sarayina géndarmaya
boyun oldu.

Sah Mahammod Xudabonde Hemza Mirzo ile birlikda
Imamqulu xan Qacarin hakimiyyatinds qalmis Qarabaga
yollandilar. Hemza Mirza bu fasiladen istifada etmakla 6lka
daxilindaki iglori nizama salmag, tenazziils ugramis marke-
zi hakimiyyati giiclandirmak niyyatinda olsa da, 10 dekabr
1586-c1 ilda Goncodan bir gadar aralida ondan narazi olan qi-
zilbas smirlarinin tagkil etdiyi sui-qasdls oldiiriildi. Onun
oliimiindan sonra Safavilar dévlati ara miiharibalari va feo-
dal 6zbasinaliglarina sshna oldu. Sah Mashammad Xudabanda
dovlat islerini 6z alina almaq ve 6lkani xaosdan xilas etmok
ticin cohdlar gostardi. Lakin bu, onun bacaracag is deyildi.
Sahzade Homza Mirzenin 6liimiindan sonra quzilbag amirle-
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ri sah1 macbur etdilar ki, on tGg yasli Abbas Mirzani 6z varisi
kimi tanisin. Bela acinacagli durumdan istifads edan Osmanli
komandanhigr harbi amaliyyatlar1 barpa edarak daginiq halda
olan qizilbag qosun dastalarini maglub edib, Tabrizi, Marandi,
Ordubadi, atraf srazilari als kegirdi vo Homadana gadar gedib
¢ixdi. Daha sonra Qarabag, Gancs, Barda Osmanli qgosununun
alina ke¢di. Belslikls, 1587-1588-ci illards demak olar ki, biitiin
Azarbaycan tadrican Sultan III Muradin ordulan tarafinden
tutuldu, digar yandan isa 6zbaklarin Xorasana basqinlari Safa-
vi-Qizilbag dovlatini mahv olmanin astanasina gatirmisdi, Sah
Mohommoad Xudabands 6zbaklarin hiicumlarinin qarsisini al-
magq liglin 6zt onlara garst ¢ixig etmali oldu.

1587-ci ilin oktyabrinda Sah Mahammod Xudabanda taxt-
dan salindi, onun oglu Abbas Mirza I Sah Abbas adi ila Safa-
vi-Qizilbas dovlatinin hékmdan elan olundu. Bundan sonra
bir miiddat paytaxt Qazvinda sakit hayat siiran Mahammad
Xudabonda Slamut qalasina salinir. 21 iyul 1595, bazi qaynag-
lara gora isa, 10 iyul 1596-c1 ilda habsda iken vefat edir. Sah
Mahammad Xudabandanin hakimiyyat dovrii Sofavi-Qizilbas
dovlatinin an kesmoakesli dovrlarinden biri hesab olunur.

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The fourth king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state (b.1532,

Tabriz — d.1596, Gazvin), the elder son of Shah Tahmasib

I. The years of his reign were 1578-1587. His mother was
Shahbanu Soltanim Mosullu Turkoman. It is known that
he wrote poems by nickname “Fahmi”, as well.

He was born as the third successor to the Safavid throne in
Shah’s palace in Tabriz in 1532. During the reign of his father
Shah Tahmasib I, he was sent first to rule Herat as a prince.
When Shah Tahmasib I removed the prince Ismail Il away from
the capital, Mahammad Mirza was dismissed from the position
of the Herat ruler, but later was appointed there again. In later
years, he was appointed as a ruler of Shiraz and ruled there for
quite long time. Mahammad Mirza tried to step aside from the
struggle for the throne as a rule, and managed to do it. Even be-
cause of his loyal position, Shah Ismail I didn’t do any harm to
him and his children when he execut-ed many representatives
of the dynasty. After the mysterious death of Shah Ismail II on
November 24, 1577, the way for the Safavid throne was opened
for Sultan Mahammad Mirza.

After the sudden death of Shah ismail II, the qyzylbash
amirs gathered in the palace in Gazvin and decided that the
real candidate for the throne should be Shah Tahmasib’s son
Sultan Mahammad Mirza. The cruelty of Ismail II caused just
a small number of men belonging to the Safavid dyn-asty, who
could be candidates, to remain alive, majority of the princes
were killed. There were several reasons why the candidacy of
Sultan Mahammad Mirza (Khudabandah) for the throne was
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necessary. First of all, he ruled Herat, then Shiraz for long time,
by the order of his father, and obviously gained great experien-
ce in state affairs and knew the details of the state management
system. Secondly, he had weak eyes and wasn’t cruel, and this
gave opportunity for the qyzylbash amirs to influence the sta-
te affairs. When the decision adopted in the consultation was
told Parikhan khanum, who gained authority again, she said
she didn’t have any protest for his brother to become Shah, but
she would lead all the state affairs herself. At last, after the final
decision in Gazvin, news was delivered to Shiraz for Sul-tan
Mahammad Mirza. He gave the name “the khan of good news”
to the khan, who informed him about it first.
hough Sultan Mahammad Mirza received the throne in

Shiraz, all the state affairs in the capital were under the control
of Parikhan khanum and all the amirs and supreme state figu-
res obeyed her. By her order, the qyzylbash amirs and palace
courtiers who had been arrested by the order of Shah Is-mail II
before were liberated. Even it was created the council of the el-
der consisting of the qyzylbash tribe leaders under her control.
Amir khan from Turkoman tribe, Pirah Mahammad khan from
Ustajlu tribe, Sultan Husseyn khan from the Shamlu tribe, Mu-
seyib khan Sharataddinoglu from the Taka-lu tribe, Gulu bay
Qorchubashi from the Afshar tribe included in the council. The
uncle of Parikhan khanum Shamkhal Sultan took the responsi-
bility to deliver them the orders of Parikhan khanum. But the
Persian Mirza Salman came to Shiraz and gained the trust of
Shah Mahammad Khudabandah and his wife Kheyrannisa Ba-
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gum (Mahdi Ulya). The power was ruled by Parikhan khanum
in Gazvin and by the wife of Shah Mahammad Khuda-bandah
in Shiraz in fact.

Beginning from the first days of his reign, Shah Mahammad
Khudabandah appointed many people for the state positions by
the influence of his wife Mahdi Ulya. By her wish, her relative
Ahmad khan, who was in prison in the Istakhr castle, was libe-
rated and appointed to the position of the Gilan ruler, her other
relative Isa khan was liberated from the prison in the Alamut cas-
tle and given the position of the Shaki ruler. Mirza Salman got
the honorary title “etimadud-dovla” (the confidence of the state)
and was appointed as a supreme vizier. He began to persuade
Shah and his wife about the necessi-ty of moving to Gazvin from
the view-point of gaining all the power. Thus, soon the courtiers
and people of the Shah’s palace left Shiraz for the capital by I[s-
fahan-Kashan-Gum-Savah-Gazvin road. Parikhan khanum deci-
ded to gather her men by means of her uncle in order to show her
strength and immunity to the Shah, nevertheless as soon as Shah
Mahammad Khuda-bandah entered the capital, the qyzylbash
amirs began to leave Parikhan khanum alone and crossed to the
side of the Shah. On the basis of her treason to the Shah, Pa rikhan
khanum’s property, which was worth more than 10-15 thousand
tumans, was given to her Lala Khalil khan Afshar as a present.
There was a ceremony of Sultan Mahammad Mirza’s crowning
in Gazvin on February 13, 1578, and he declared himself shah
with the name Shah Mahammad Khudabandah. Later the men,
who were in open enmity with the Shah, were annihilated. On
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February 17, shah’s sister Parikhan khanum, who was 30; was
executed, and her uncle Shamkhal Sultan was captured and kil-
led, as well. Then the one-year-old son of Ismail II, the possible
candidate for the throne Shah Shujaaddin Mirza was annihilated,
too. From the first days in Gazvin, shah’s wife Mahdi Ulya got
all the state affairs in the palace in her hands, her son Hamza
Mirza was appointed as a supreme stat advocate. As a result of
weakness of Shah Mahammad Khud-abandah'’s internal policy,
the country was divided amongst the qyzylbash tribe leaders,
who ruled their provinces almost independently. According to
the information of the sources, Shah Mahammad Khudabandah
spent too much from the state treasury. He immediately paid the
army all the salaries, which hadn’t been paid by Shah Tahmasib I
for 14 years and the one-hundredth part of which had been paid
by Shah Ismail II. The state budget began to empty bit by bit.

During the reign of Shah Mahammad Khudabandah, her
wife Mahdi Ulya often came against the wishes of the qyzyl-
bash amirs which caused the creation of the crisis within the
state. One more reason for the crisis was the growth of bribery.
There was a danger of invasion of the Safavid territories both by
Uzbeks and the Ottomans, as they thought the Safavid-Qyzyl-
bash state began to collapse.

Still in 1577, the Ottoman ruler of Van Khosrov pasha gathe-
red his troops and attacked Khoy together with the rebel Kurds
of Salma’s and Tasug and killed the ruler, breaking the peace
contract of. 1555. Then they captured Urmiyah, killing the city
ruler, too. The herd of Shah Tahmasib I in Maraga, which con-
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sisted of 10 thousand specially chosen Arabian horses, was sto-
len by them. A little bit later, Abubakr Mirza Burhanoglu gathe-
red troops of 2-3 thousand men and raised a revolt in Shirvan,
sending his envoys to the Ot-toman Sultan with the request of
“helping to protect the Sunni population of Shirvan from the
Qyzylbashs” and promising to be the vassal of the Otto-mans in
case they would assist them.

After playing a great role in the creation of revolts, alarm
and unrest within the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, the Ottoman
king Sultan Murad Il completed his preparation for the next
war and gave order to Mustafa Lala pasha to begin marching
with the hundred thousand army gathered in Arzurum in
1578. He also demanded the Crimea khan and feudal rulers
of Daghestan to support the Ottoman campaign of invasion
of Georgia and Shirvan with their troops. Mustafa Lala pas-
ha moved the troops to Kars and then to-wards Georgia. The
Chukhursaad baylarbayi Mahammadi khan Tokhmak Ustajlu
and the Garabagh baylarbayi Imamgulu khan Gadjar united
their troops and tried to make up a resistance to the Ottoman
army, but they failed. The other province rulers of Azerbaijan
didn’t support their efforts, therefore they returned to their
provinces without any success. As the Georgian feudals cros-
sed to the Ottoman side, the Ottoman army captured Tiflis and
Gory easily on August 24, 1578.

In the autumn of 1578, the ruler of the southern part of Azer-
baijan Amir khan Turkoman left Tabriz with ten thousand men
and united with the troops of Imamgulu khan Gadjar in Gara-
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bagh. They came face to face with the Ottoman troops on the
bank of the Alazan River. The battle resulted in the victory of
the qyzylbashs. But the sudden mistake of Amir khan’s son
caused the battle to be lost. Amir khan was obliged to move
back to Tabriz with the remains of his troops. The Ottoman
army managed to cross the Alazan River though 8 thousand
warriors lost their lives in the river, and en-tered Arash. Then,
without any difficulty, they captured Shamakhi, Gabala, Baki,
Shabran, Mahmudabad and Salyan. The ruler of Darband Chi-
rag Kha-lifah made up a strong resistance together with his 300
men till the end, but he lost his life in the battle and the city
was captured, too. On the way back in winter frost, there were
a great number of losses in Mustafa pasha’s ar-my, either beca-
use of hunger and cold, or because of the sudden attacks of the
(qyzylbashs. 20 thousand Ottoman soldiers lost their lives in the
sudden attack of Imamgulu khan Gadjar on Tiflis way. Soon
Imamgulu khan at-tacked Arash suddenly and annihilated all
the Ottoman troops there.
In the consultation related to the Ottoman campaign held in
Shah's palace in Gazvin, it was decided just to send a polite let-
ter to the Ottoman sultan and protest against the violation of the
peace contract. But as the letter was captured on the way by the
Ottomans, shah was obliged to prepare for war. The army orga-
nized under the commandership of Hamza Mirza left Gazvin
on September 27 and came to Miyanah. The Qyzylbash army
con-sisting of thirty thousand warriors passed through Arda-
bil and entered Garabagh. And the troops of the Crimea khan,
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Lezgis, the rebels of Abubakr entered Shirvan from the north,
uniting with the Ottoman army in Shama-khi. Adil Girey khan,
the Crimea khan's brother, came face to face with the qyzylbash
army in the place called Mollahassan on the bank of the Agsu
River on November 28, 1578. The Qyzylbash army defeated and
annihilated the united army of Tatars and Lezgis in the battle;
Adil Girey khan was wounded with a spear and captured alive.
Getting aware of that, the com-mander of the Ottoman army in
Shamakhi left the city in order to gather the spread troops and
moved towards Darband. The Qyzylbash army captured Sha-
makhi and began to pursue the Ottoman troops. With the gre-
at difficul-ties, the Ottoman troops managed to reach Darband
and invade it again. The letters with the good news were sent
to the capital from the headquar-ters of the Qyzylbash army in
Garaaghaj, it was ordered by Shah to contin-ue pursues and to
drive all the Ottoman troops out of the Shirvan territo-ries. Ne-
vertheless Mahdi Ulya, who was beside her son Hamza Mirza,
ig-nored the order of Shah to continue the campaign, and gave
order to the army to return to Gazvin. Due to her inexperience
and fault, the question of Shirvan wasn’t solved completely and
the Qyzylbash army couldn’t get firm-ly established in Shirvan.

The political situation in Gazvin still remained complica-
ted. Some of the qy-zylbash amirs Shahrukh khan Zulgadar,
Piri Mahammad khan Ustajlu and Gorkhmaz khan Shamlu,
who bored to death from the willful decisions of Mahdi Ulya,
decided to put an end to her actions. They were supported
by Mahammad khan Turkoman and chef guardian Gulu bay
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Afshar who were dismissed from their positions, too. They
accused Mahdi Ulya of misusing the power, appointing her
relatives and compatriots from Mazandaran to the supreme
duties, removing the qyzylbash amirs from state affairs and so
on. They came first to the Shah palace and notified their pro-
tests to Shah, but Mahdi Ulya insulted and threatened them so
that they had no way but leaving the palace. The next day, on
July 26, 1579, the Qyzylbash amirs came to the Shah’s palace
again and demanded him to remove his wife and her mot-
her from the state affairs and punish them. Shah Mahammad
Khudabandah gave them quite a polite answer, promising to
send his wife to Mazandaran and warn her not to interfere the
state affairs anymore, but he said he wouldn’t punish his wife
at all. The Qyzylbash amirs came to a conclusion that Shah'’s
promises weren’t believable and would never be done, so they
decided to solve the problem in the other way. Three or four
Qyzylbash amirs, including one of Shah’s relatives, suddenly
entered the Shah’s harem and killed Mahdi Ulya by strangling
her. Then they killed her mother, some of her relatives in the
palace and the courtiers from Mazanda-ran one by one. After
the murder of Mahdi Ulya, the mass unrests and dis-turban-
ces began to occur in Gazvin against people from Mazandaran
prov-ince. Some days later, the qyzylbash amirs came to Shah
and swored the Holy Koran that their actions weren’t against
the Shah himself and they would be faithful to Shah till their
death. Shah Mahammad Khudabandah didn’t have other way
but resign himself with the death of his wife.

On October 10 of the same year, the Crimea khan Maham-
mad Girey moved his army consisting of 100 thousand war-
riors towards Darband, passing through the northern Cauca-
sus. Shah Mahammad Khudabandah left Gazvin with his son
Hamza Mirza and came to Tabriz together with the qyzylbash
army; it was decided to lead the military campaign against the
Ottomans from there. Mahammad Girey and the Ottoman pas-
ha in Darband entered Shamakhi on October 23, and then they
captured Baki, Gandja, Garabagh and Mughan, making them
ruins and plundering everything. After getting aware of the
Qyzylbash army to approach, Mahammad Girey gave order tQ
move back and returned to Crimea with his army. Qyzylbashs
captured Shamakhi again. But the sudden attack of the Tatars
caused great hunger and misery in Azerbaijan, the prices for
bread and food rose to an unseen extent and thousands of pe-
ople died of hunger.

In the summer of 1580, the qyzylbash delegation under the
leadership of Haji Magsud bay Zulgadar visited Istanbul and de-
livered Shah Mahammad Khudabandah'’s letter to the Ottoman
king Sultan Murad II1. In this letter, Shah tried to explain the ne-
cessity of the restoration of the peace, he also notified that the
captivation of Moslem women and children and violence of them
were unacceptable. But the letter couldn’t prevent Sultan Murad
111 from giving order to begin a new marching to Shirvan. Sinan
pasha, who was appointed as acommander of the Ottoman army
gathered troops in Ar-zurum and sent Shah Mahammad Khuda-
bandah a letter full of threat. After getting a sharp answer to his
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letter, Sinan pasha’s position got softened to the level of giving
suggestion to begin the two-sided negotiations in order to define
the status of Shirvan. At this moment, there happened the third
predatory attack of the Crimea Tatars to Shirvan and the Ottoman
troops in Shirvan took part in their assaults, too. The troops of
the Qyzylbash amirs united and began to fight the Ottoman and
Tatar armies in the previous place — near Mollahassan again. The
troops of the Ottomans and Tatars couldn’t resist the lightning
attack of the Qyzylbash army and began to move back fast. The
Ottoman troops took shelter in Darband again, the troops of Ta-
tars passed through Daghestan and returned to Crimea. After the
obvious results of the battle, Sinan pasha had nothing to do but
deliver the suggestion of Shah about the peace to the Ottoman
sultan. The ambas-sador of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, the ru-
ler of Gum Ibrahim khan Turk-oman was sent to Istanbul on the
remarked purpose, but it was found out that Sultan didn’t hurry
to sign peace contract at all, so the ambassador was kept in the
Ottoman capital for seven years. The next attack of the Crimea
‘Tatars to Shirvan in 1581 failed again and their troops were anni-
hi-lated as a result of the attack of the Qyzylbash army between
Shamakhi and Shabran. When Shah Mahammad Khudabandah
was in the marching to Khorasan, Osman pasha in Darband used
the opportunity and captured Shamakhi again in 1582, but a year
later, the troops of Imamgulu khan managed to get back Sha-
makhi. In 1583, the vizier Mirza Salman was ac-cused in creating
schism and dissidence amongst the qyzylbash amirs and was kil-

led by the qyzylbashs.
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In 1584, Farhad pasha, the commander of the Ottoman army
appointed by Sultan Murad 1II, left Arzurum with the troops
consisting of 80 thousand warriors, coming to Chukhursaad
and captured Iravan. Soon the Ottoman troops invaded all the
Shirvan lands. Shah Mahammad Khudabandah left Gazvin
and moved towards Tabriz followed by his army, but instead
of or-ganizing the resistance for the Ottoman attacks, he spent
his time for enter-tainments in Tabriz. The prince Hamza Mirza
arrested the ruler of Tabriz Amir khan Turkoman in the Gah-
gaha castle under the influence of the Shamlu and Ustajlu tribe
leaders, and his property was confiscated. After Amir khan was
killed in prison in May, 1585, the Turkoman and Takalu tribes
raised a revolt in order to revenge the enemies of Amir khan
and made an agreement to move towards Tabriz with their tro-
ops together. In the summer of that year, when Shah and his
son Hamza Mirza were indulg-ing in Garabagh, the Ottoman
army under the leadership of Osman pasha moved from Arzu-
rum to capture Tabriz. The letters sent to the qyzylbash amirs
by shah about gathering in Tabriz immediately were ignored
by the majority of the tribe leaders, even some of them dared
to support the Ot-toman army in their campaign against the
troops of Hamza Mirza. Though Shah passed through Bazarc-
hay and started for Nakhichevan with his troops, he got infor-
mation on the way that Osman pasha was already in Marand,
moving towards Tabriz. The attempts of Hamza Mirza to stop
the Ottoman army failed due to the big superiority of the se-
cond. Shah held the military council in which it was decided

to order the Tabriz population not to move back and to defend
the city. On September 20, the Ottoman army at-tacked Tabriz.
Despite the strong resistance of the city population, the Ot-to-
mans managed to capture the city. Osman pasha allowed his
soldiers to plunder the property of the city population. The city
population hid from pursues in the afternoons and attacked the
Ottoman tents killing them at nights. The Qyzylbash troops or-
ganized sudden attacks to the Ottoman troops in the suburbs gi-
ving them big losses. Osman pasha stayed in Tabriz more than a
month. The troops of the prince Hamza Mirza suddenly at-tac-
ked and dispersed the Ottoman troops, captivating a lot of otto-
man pa-shas. Though the Ottoman troops left Tabriz, they were
destroyed by the attacks of the Qyzylbash army. At the end of
the year, the troops of Hamza Mirza entered Tabriz which was
in ruins, but it was impossible to annihilate the Ottoman troops
in the castle built by them in Tabriz. On the other side, the tro-
ops of the Turkoman and Takalu tribes were approaching. Soon
they reached the suburbs of Tabriz. Hamza Mirza's suggestion
of peace re-mained without answer. Moreover, those who were
dissatisfied with Hamza Mirza left him, joining the rebels. Shah
and his son Hamza Mirza were obliged to hide in the castle of
Amir khan. The rebels decided to steal one of the princes and to
declare him as a Shah. Hamza Mirza’s younger brother Tahma-
sib Mirza was kidnapped and taken to Gazvin. Hamza Mirza
left a part of his troops in Tabriz and sent the rest of his army to
Gazvin in order to prevent from the coup-d'état, and he himself
moved to Ardabil to gather additional army. The rebels reached
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Gazvin faster and declared Tahmasib Mirza as an heir of his
father and settled him in Shah's palace. After great difficulties,
Hamza Mirza's troops managed to unite with the troops of the
Rey ruler and the warriors from Afshar and Bayat tribes and to
reach Gazvin. The battle of two sides resulted in the victory of
Hamza Mirza’s ar-my. The leaders of the rebellion were capti-
vated; Tahmasib Mirza was taken into prison in Alamut castle.
As the Shamlu and Ustajlu amirs of Khorasan had recognized
the throne right of the prince Abbas Mirza ruling there, they
came against Hamza Mirza. Thus, Hamza Mirza was unable
to put up a re-sistance for the Ottoman invasion in Tabriz. In
the September of 1586, the Ottoman commander Farhad pas-
ha came to Tabriz again; Hamza Mirza was obliged to move
back. Recapturing the city, the ottoman pasha sent the peace
suggestion to the Safavid side on the condition that all the occu-
pied territories would be recognized as the Ottoman lands. As
Hamza Mirza had a small number of army, he found out that
it would be impossible to liberate all the occupied territories by
means of his troops and agreed to sign the peace contract in the
condition that Tabriz would remain as Safavid territo-ry. By the
demand of Farhad pasha, he even sent his younger son Haydar
Mirza to Istanbul palace as a warranty of peace.

Shah Mahammad Khudabandah and his son Hamza Mirza
went to Garabagh which was under control of Imamgulu khan
Gadjar. But on De-cember 10, 1586, Hamza Mirza was killed as
a result of the suicide orga-nized by the qyzylbash amirs near
Gandja. After his death, the Safavid-Qyzylbash state became a
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stage for the internal wars and feudal arbitrari-ness’s. The Ot-
tomans used this chaos and restored the military operations in
the Safavid territories, invading Tabriz, Marand, Ordubad and
neighbor-ing territories till Hamadan. Later Garabagh, Gand-
ja, Barda were occupied by them. On the other hand, Uzbeks
attacked Khorasan and Shah Maham-mad Khudabandah was
obliged to march against them.

The period

of reign of Shah Mahammad Khudabandah is considered to be

one of the hardest periods of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state.

he fifth king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state

I (b.27.01.1571, Herat — d.19.01.1629, Mazandaran), the
great commander and state figure, the third son of
Shah Mahammad Khudabandah. He ruled the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state in 1587-1629 years. He was con-
sidered to be the most fa-mous representative of the
Safavid dynasty after Shah Ismail Khatai. He was re-
membered in the historical sources like “Great Shah
Abbas” as well. His mother was Kheyrannisa Bagum
(Mahdi Ulya).

He was born in Herat on January 27, 1571. From his chil-
dhood, Shah Ma-hammad Khudabandah chose the ruler of
Khorasan Aligulu khan Shamlu as his Lala and later sent him
together with Abbas Mirza to Herat as the junior prince was
appointed the ruler of Herat.

When the prince Hamza Mirza was killed near Gandja
at the end of 1586, the great chaos occurred within the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state. The Qyzylbash army was dispersed. The
Ottoman army used this opportunity and invaded Georgia,
northern Azerbaijan, Tabriz, Hamadan and the neighboring
territo-ries. On the other hand, the Uzbeks organized new atta-
cks to Khorasan re-gion and Herat, creating serious crisis wit-
hin the state. In such a deplorable situation, when there was a
fierce fighting against the Uzbeks, the 16-year-old prince Ab-
bas Mirza suddenly came to Gazvin with his troops and de-c-
lared himself as a Shah by name Shah Abbas I. He persuaded
his old fa-ther that his rejection of the throne for the favor of
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his son would be useful for the state. As soon as he gained the
throne, he immediately gathered a new guardian troop con-
sisting of 12 thousand Georgians, who received Is-lam. Then
he began to realize the reforms in military and administrative
management spheres. On the first day of his reign, there occur-
red a cere-mony of oath of loyalty in the palace. The next day,
Shah Abbas [ ordered all the amirs, khans and commanders to
come to the palace without arms. When they came before Shah
Abbas, he gave order to his Georgian guardi-ans to close all
the doors and gates of the palace. Then he gave a question for
everyone attending there: “What should be done with a man
who mur-dered his prince?” Everyone answered that such
a man should be killed immediately. After this answer, Shah
Abbas ordered his guardians to enter; they entered the hall
and cut the heads of everyone attending there, put-ting their
heads on the spears. By the order of Shah Abbas, 22 heads on
the spears were shown to the people through the windows of
the palace. Everyone who watched this got shocked. He gave
order to execute Murshidgulu khan Ustajlu as well, and Shah
Abbas got all the power in his hands from the first days of his
reign resolutely.

The first step by Shah Abbas was the urgent reform in the
army. After strengthening in Gazvin, Shah Abbas began his
first marching to Khorasan and liberated the region from the
Uzbeks during quite a short time. Then he began to think of
liberation of his motherland Azerbaijan from the occupa-ti-
on, he found out that it wasn’t so easy to do that and he nee-
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ded time. In order to strengthen the army and restore rules in
the provinces where there were revolts, Shah Abbas was ob-
liged to sign a peace contract with the Ot-tomans under dif-
ficult conditions in 1590. According to the contract, Shir-van,
Garabagh, Tabriz and the neighboring areas remained as the
territo-ries of the Ottoman state. Shah Abbas united the rest of
the Azerbaijani lands within one administrative division and
chose Ardabil as its center, Zulfigar khan Garamanlu was ap-
pointed the ruler of this province. In the winter of 1595, the
population of Tabriz united with the soldiers of the Ot-toman
garrison, raising a revolt against the Ottomans and driving the
Otto-man pasha out of the city. But Shah Abbas was unable to
assist the city population. In 1598, Shah Abbas removed the
capital of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state from Gazvin to Isfahan.
The same year, the Uzbeks cap-tured Mashhad, killing more
than 40 thousand people. Shah Abbas spent all his money and
personal items for gathering army in order to prevent from
the attacks of the Uzbeks. After annihilating the Uzbek inva-
ders, Shah Ab-bas began military operations to liberate Tabriz
from the Ottoman army on September 14, 1603. Within two
weeks, the Shah'’s troops moved from Is-fahan and reached
Tabriz. Amirguna khan Gadjar and Zulfigar khan Gara-man-
lu’s troops united them on the way. When the Qyzylbash army
ap-proached Tabriz, the city population raised a revolt against
the Ottomans and Shah Abbas liberated the city within a day
and the ottoman castle in the city during a month. The Otto-
man army was pursued by Shah’s troops till the Araxes River.
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Getting aware of Shah’s coming, Nakhichevan and Jul-fa capi-
tulated without fighting, and the Ordubad population raised a
revolt against the Ottomans, joining Shah. After the liberation
of the remarked lands, Shah Abbas freed the Ordubad people
of the taxes.

On November 16, 1603, Shah sieged the city of Iravan. He
used the large-caliber cannons which were produced by the
well-known Azerbaijani artiller-yman Bahadur khan Topchu-
bashi for the first time in the siege of Iravan. After a year of sie-
ge, Shah Abbas managed to liberate Iravan from the Ot-tomans.
He appointed Amirguna khan Gadjar as the ruler of the Iravan
province and Magsud Sultan Kangarli as the ruler of Nakhiche-
van. Soon Georgia received to become the vassal of Shah Abbas
I. Nevertheless, the main troops of the Ottoman army were gat-
hered in Garabagh and Shirvan and Shah Abbas had the goal of
liberating the remarked provinces from the invaders. He knew
that the fighting with the Ottoman troops there would be conc-
lusive for the future destiny of the country, that's why he was
obliged to choose the traditional Safavid tactics of “the burnt
land”. When the Otto-man troops under the leadership of jala-
loglu Sanan pasha entered Iravan, they remained without water
and food and were obliged to return to Van. Unexpectedly Shah
Abbas attacked Van with his army and dispersed the Ottoman
troops of Jalaloglu. He gathered new army consisting of 100
thou-sand men again and moved to Tabriz.

On November 7, 1605, Shah Abbas’s army came to the batt-
lefield against the Ottoman army near the Sufiyan village; it
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was one of the hardest battles against the big Ottoman army.
All the operations on the battlefield were controlled by Shah
himself; he settled the troops so that they could cope with the
enemy troops. As a result of Shah Abbas’s efforts, the Ottoman
army exposed to the unbelievable defeat, a great trophy and
more than 100 cannons were captured. Shah Abbas didn’t was-
te time and attacked imme-diately Gandja through Garabagh
with his army, sieging the castle. In the summer of 1606, Gan-
dja was liberated from the Ottomans, Mahammad khan Ziya-
doglu Gadjar was appointed as the ruler of the city. Without
wast-ing his time, Shah Abbas led his army towards Loru, Du-
manis and Tiflis, driving out the Ottoman troops from-there.
Then he moved towards Shir-van, followed by his army. Sha-
makhi was sieged for six months. During this time, the po-
pulation of Baki and Darband raised a revolt, defeating and
dis-persing the Ottoman troops. At last, in the summer of 1607,
Shah Abbas achieved his goals and liberated all the Azerbaija-
ni territories from the Ot-toman armies. Moreover, the eastern
Kurdistan province, Armenia and Georgia were captured by
him, as well. The Ottoman historians wrote in horror that wit-
hin just 2 years, Shah Abbas deprived the Ottomans of eve-ryt-
hing that they had gained during 12 years.

Off course, the Ottoman state wasn’t about to agree with
such big losses and intended to recapture the territories men-
tioned in the peace contract of 1590. During the following 5
years, the Ottomans led wars with the Safavid-Qyzylbash sta-
te continuously. At last, the existing borders were recognized
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by means of the contract in 1612 and the Ottoman side was
obliged to rec-ognize the lands invaded before as the Safavid
territories. The next at-tempts of the violating the peace cont-
ract by the Ottomans and Crimea Ta-tars together in 1612-
1618 years failed due to Shah Abbas’s successful tac-tics and
wisdom. At last, the Qyzylbash army came face to face with
the united army of the Ottomans and Crimea Tatars in the
place called Broken bridge. As a result of the long marching,
the tired Ottoman and Tatar ar-mies were annihilated by the
Qyzylbash army; the commander of the Otto-mans was killed
on the battlefield. The Ottoman side signed a new peace cont-
ract in 1618, but Shah Abbas violated it soon. During 1622-
1623 years, he captured the Akhalsikh province of Georgia,
as well as, the cilies of Ira-qi-Arab such as Kerbela, Nadjaf,
Baghdad, Mosul and Karkuk. The revolt raised by the Geor-
gi Saakadze, the Georgian who liberated the eastern Georgia
and occupied Gandja in 1624, was oppressed soon by Shah
Abbas; his army defeated the troops of Georgi in the place
called Gumushlu on June 30, 1625.

During the period of his reign, Shah Abbas managed to
oppress the revolts and rebellions in different parts of the
country, to prevent from the struggle within the palace, to
change the Safavid army into the strong and disci-plined
army, to liberate all the territories of the state from the inva-
sion, as well as, to drive the Uzbeks, Tatars and the Ottomans
out of the lands they had occupied before. Moreover, during
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his reign, a lot of mosques, cara-vanserais, bridges, water ca-
nals and other monuments of architecture were built.

One of the most famous kings of the Safavid-Qyzylbash sta-
te Shah Abbas I died in 58 in the Ashraf city of Mazandaran

province on January 19, 1629.

I Sah Abbasin vaxtila almis oldugu Bagdad ugrunda miiha-
ribolor sah Safinin dovriinda da davam etmisdir. 1630-cu ilda
Osmanh dovlatinin bas vaziri Xosrov pasa qosunla horakot
edorak Bagdadi miihasiraya aldi. Qizilbas ordusu Zeynal xa-
nin rohboarliyi altinda hiicuma kegarak Osmanli qosununun
boylk bir hissesini qilincdan kegirdi, qogunun yerdoa galan
ugursuzluga dugar olaraq geri dondii va Hillaya yerlasorak
orada bir qala tikdi. Qizilbag ordusu homin qalani iki aydan
¢ox mithasirada saxladiqdan sonra qala alindi, Osmanli qosun-
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larinin qaliglar darmadagin edildi, sag qalanlar gagib canla-
rini qurtardilar.

1637-ci ilda Osmanl qosunu daha bir harbi amaliyyat ke-
girarak Bagdad: tuta bilmigdi. Bunun ardinca Osmanl torafi
Sefavilara darhal siilh taklif etdi va taklif Sah Safi tarafindan
gobul edildi. Hamin siilh miiqavilasi 1639-cu ilds imzalan-
di. Sah Sefinin bu miiqavilani gabul etmasinin asas sababi
ondan ibarat idi ki, 6zbaklar hala Osmanli qosunlar: hiicum
edan vaxti, 1631-ci ilde Marv goharini alaraq Xorasan bolga-
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si tiglin boytik tahliika yaratmisdi. $ah Safi macbur qalib 6zii
qosunla Xorasana dogru harakat etmis, garisiqliglar: aradan
qaldiraraq Ozbaklarin hiicumunu zararsizlagdirmisdi. 1633-
cii ilda 6zbaklar takraran hamin bolgays basqin etdilar, lakin
maglub olaraq geri qayitdilar.

Ardinca Qandahari Dehli sultani-
nin alindan geri almaq magsadila 1642-ci ilin ovvalinds qosun
toplayaraq yiiriigo ¢ixan Sah Safi Kasana galib yetisondo heg
kimin gozlomadiyi halda, 31 yasinda diinyasim doyisdi. Sah I
Sofi 12 may 1642-ci il tarixda vafat etmigdir.

[. His father was Mahammadbaghir Mirza, the son of
Shah Abbas I, and the mother was Dilara khanum. The
period of his reign surrounds 1629-1642 years.

The prince Mahammadbaghir Mirza gave the name Sam to
his son born in 1611. He was known as Sam Mirza till he came
to power. Shah Abbas I showed big cruelty for everybody, es-
pecially, for his children who could be ambitious of power.
Based on his doubts about his son Mahammadbaghir Mirza
to intend killling him, Shah Abbas gave order to execute him.
He caused a bitter destiny for all of his sons and grandsons, as
well. He kept alive only his grandson Sam Mirza, thus putting
an end to the possible struggles for power of the dynasty rep-
resentatives in future.

When Shah Abbas died, the prince Sam Mirza was 18. By
the consensus of all the Qyzylbash amirs and courtiers, Sam
Mirza took the throne under the name Shah Safi [ on January
28, 1629. Shah Safi ruled the state for fourteen years. The cru-
elty and heartlessness in his character was much more than
in Shah Ismail II or Shah Abbas I. The period of his reign was
much remembered for the rebellions and revolts raised against
him in different parts of the country. Still in the first years of
his reign, the revolts raised against him in Gilan and Mazan-
daran were oppressed cruelly. Also a revolt raised by Derviche
Rza in Gazvin caused big discontent, the city population was
divided into his followers and enemies, fighting with ona-a-
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nother. By the order of Shah Safi, the armed men in both si-
des were killed and the rebellions were oppressed; the head of
Derviche Rza was cut off and delivered to Shah Safi.

The wars for Baghdad, which had been captured by Shah
Abbas 1, continued during the reign of Shah Safi, as well. In
1630-1633 years, the Ottomans attacked Baghdad and Van se-
veral times. The Ottoman and Qyzylbash armies fought in
Van region for some months, consequently the Ottoman tro-
ops were obliged to move back. Two years later, Sultan Mu-
rad IV organized an army with his grand vizier and attacked
[ravan. Capturing the city, they returned. By the order of Shah
Safi, the Qyzylbash army started for Iravan, sieged the city for
long time and at last managed to enter it, defeating the Otto-
man troops. In 1637, the Ottoman troops managed to capture
Baghdad and immediately suggested peace to the Safavids.
Shah Safi accepted their suggestion. The remarked peace cont-
ract was signed in 1639. The reason why Shah Safi accepted
this contract was that the Uzbeks captured Marv and created
great danger for the Khorasan region still when the Ottomans
began their attack. Shah Safi was obliged to move his troops to
Khorasan and neutralized the attacks of the Uzbeks. In 1637-
1638, the Uzbeks began their attacks at the same time with
the Ottoman campaign to Baghdad. Moreover, the Dehli king
Shahjahan sent a letter to the Ottoman king Sultan Murad IV
in which he informed Sultan about the attacks of the Uzbeks
and asked him to begin his campaignat the same time with the
Dehli Sultan. During this campaign, the troops of the Dehli
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Sultan entered Gandahar, the city situated in the eastern bor-
ders of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. Therefore it was quite
difficult for Shah Safi to fight against three enemies in various
directions. In the following years, Shah Safi I organized cam-
paigns to prevent from the Uzbek attacks and to drive them
out of Khorasan. Then, in order to take back Gandahar, Shah
Safi gathered army and began his marching at the beginning
of 1642. But when they reached Kashan, unexpectedly Shah
Safi died in 31. He died on May 12, 1642.

In the period of his reign, Shah Safi I tried to keep conta-
cts with the European countries. Sending letters to the Austri-
an emperor and Hungary king Ferdinand 11, as well as, to the
king of England Charles I, he asked them to assist the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state with the teachers of different professions.
Shah Safi I didn’t pay any significance for the religion factor in
his internal policy and was remembered later for the ignorance
of the religious figures. Even during his reign, no one was ap-
pointed to the position of the Sheikh-ul-Islam.

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he seventh king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state
(b.31.12.1632, Isfahan — 1666, Gum), the son of Shah
Safi 1. The period of his reign was between 1642 and
1666 years. His mother was Anakhanum Sultan.

Shah Abbas Safavi Il was born in Isfahan on December 31,
1632. At an early age, he was separated from the harem and
involved in the management affairs. When his father Shah Safi
I died, he was just 10. But despite that, his reign was useful to
a certain degree for the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. According to
his character, Shah Abbas Il was a strict man and tried to rule
the country with justice and wisdom. People approved and ap-
praised him for his fair decisions. He was strict and cruel to-
wards the courtiers and amirs, and mild for the common peo-
ple. He always showed patience to people, taking into account
the life and welfare of his citizens. It's interesting that Shah
Abbas 11 was as tolerant to various religions as his granddad
Shah Abbas I, and showed special positive regards towards
the christians. A. Bakikhanov remarked that Shah Abbas Il had
special admiration for poetry.

On his short life, Shah Abbas II tried to do his best to re-
store the previous power and strength of the Safavid-Qyz-
ylbash state, taking definite measures in this direction. So, as
a result of his successful military campaigns, he managed to
take back Gandahar regior from the Mughals in 1648. At the
same time, he took some necessary measures for restoring the
previous combat capability of the qyzylbash army. In order to
stop the marches of the Ottoman armies to the southern Cau-
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casus region, which continued for more than 130 years, Shah
Abbas I assisted the people living in the western borders of
the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, as well as, in the northern Azer-
baijan territories who raised revolts against the Ottoman
troops, comprehensively. He gave the military-political, finan-
cial and moral support to the guerilla movements which cre-

ated great troubles and difficulties for the Ottoman troops in

fact.

During the period of the reign of Shah Abbas II, the trade
relations of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state with Russia were
cnlarged. Moreover, it was given the privilege right for the
I'rench merchants in the territory of the Safavid-Qyzylbash
state.

Like his granddad Shah Abbas I, Shah Abbas II paid special
attention for the Borchali region and strengthened some of the
castles in the remarked territories. In 1660, the Georgian feu-
dals united their forces and captured the castles Bakhtrion and
Allahverdi, exposing the Muslims to sufferings. Getting aware
of that, Shah Abbas 1l immediately demanded Shahnawaz
khan to punish the criminals. In the September of 1662, some
of the rebel Georgian feudals, who were going to Shah Ab-
bas II for mercy, were captured by Shahnawaz khan. He gave
them to Borchali turks and they were executed. After that,
Shah Abbas Il assigned Shahnawaz khan the administration
of Kakheti, too. But Shahnawaz khan soon violated the Safa-
vid-Ottoman peace contract of 1639, appointing his son Archil
as a ruler of Megrelia which was under the Ottoman influence.
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The Ottoman Sultan demanded the king of the Safavid-Qyzyl-
bash state to put an end to his successor’s actions contradicting
the contract. Thus, Shahnawaz’s son was called back from Me-
grelia. Shahnawaz khan’s son Archil was made a muslim and
appointed the ruler of Kakheti by Shah Abbas II. By the help
of his father, Archil oppressed the revolt raised against him in

Kakheti and began to rule there.
After the long illness, Shah Abbas Il died in 33 in a place

called Khosrovabad of Damghan city on August 2, 1666. He
was buried in Gum. During his reign, there was a certain sta-
bility within the Safavid-Qyzylbash state and no any destroy-
ing wars happened in the borders. A lot of buildings and
mansions were built and certain progress was observed in the
economy of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state in the years of his

kingdom.

Avro-
pa olkalarindan bir ¢oxu Sofovi-Qizilbas dévlatindan ticarat
sahasindo imtiyazlar alda etmayo say gostarirdi. Hollandlar
vo ingilislor bu saridan digorlarindan iralida idilar. Onla-
rin ardinca almanlar va fransizlar da Sofovi-Qizilbas doviati
ilo ticarat olagalarinin genislandirilmasi vo xiisusi imtiyaz-
lar oldo etmak isina girisdilor. Roma papasi XI Innokenti isa
Stleyman sah Sofaviya yazdigi maktubunda ondan Avropa
olkolori il birlikda Osmanlilara qarsi ittifaq yaratmaga razi-
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liq vermasini istadi. Siileyman sah Roma papasinin bu tak-
lifindon boyun qagirdi vo ona yazdigi cavab moaktubunda
“bizim siilalamiz uzun miiddatdir ki hamin diyarin sahlar
ilo siilh igorisindo yasamaqdadir vo bu miidat oarzindo on-
lar torofindan razilasmaya zidd bir addim atilmamisdir, siz
deyon addimi atmagq iso Allahin vo peygomborimizin buyur-
duglarina ziddir” deyo qeyd etdi.

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he eighth king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state (b. 1647,
Isfahan - d. 29.07.1694, Isfahan), the son of Shah Abbas
I1. The period of reign was 1666-1694 years.

The prince Suléyman Mirza (the real name was Safi Mir-
za), the son of Shah Abbas II, was born in the capital Isfahan
in 1647. When Shah Abbas II died, he didn’t appoint anyone
to his throne. He had two sons: the elder was the eighteen-ye-
ar-old prince Safi Mirza, and the younger was the seven-ye-
ar-old Hamza Mirza. Shortly after the death of Shah, the sta-
te council gathered with the participation of the courtiers in
Damghan. In order to feel free in state affairs, the courtiers
found Hamza Mirza more available for ascending the throne.
But Etimad-ud-dovla Mirza Mehdi khan notified that the thro-
ne is the right of the elder son of Shah Abbas II.

So, an envoy sent from Damghan by the council of the cour-
tiers came to Isfahan to take young Safi Mirza. At the end of
August, 1666, Safi Mirza was chosen a Shah according to the
opinions of the courtiers. But he fell seriously ill shortly after
getting the throne, it lasted for more than a year. At the same
time, the the living standards of people got worse, the econo-
mical situation became complicated and the epidemy of pla-
gue was spread in different cities. The chief astrologer of the
palace and some of the amirs thought that the ceremony of
crowning should be held once more, in more suitable time.
Therefore, at the beginning of 1668, there was held a crowning
ceremony in Chahalsutun palace of Isfahan again and Safi
Mirza was declared Shah under the name of Suleyman Shah
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Safavi. Even the names on the coins ans stamps were changed
within four hours. It's interesting that after the remarked cere-
mony, the health of Shah became much better and situation in
the country got normal.

It’s pity that the information about the period of reign of
Suleyman Shah Safavi is much less than the other Shahs. A qu-
ite long period of 28 years passed in general stability. First of
all, there was peace in the borders between the Safavids and
the Ottomans. The attempts of the European ambassadors to
raise the Safavid-Qyzylbash state against the Ottoman state
were prevented due to the farsightedness of Shah’s grand vi-
zier Sheikh Alikhan Zanganah. Though there happened local
conflicts and clashes between two states in general, the remar-
ked conflicts didn’t turn into serious wars. In 1678, the founder
of Suleymaniyyah city Suleyman Baban came to the Kurdistan
province with the Ottoman troops, Suleyman Shah Safavi sent
the army there under the commandership of Rustam khan to
defeat him. The Qyzylbash army fought the kurds and defea-
ted them, Baban was killed in the battle. This event didn’t do
any harm to Safavid-Ottoman relations. In 1690, Suleyman
Shah Safavi sent a delegation with precious gifts to Istanbul on
the occasion of the Ottoman king Sultan Ahmad II to come to
the throne. There was a stability in the Khorasan and Mavara-
unnahr region in the remarked period, as well.

One of the events that attracted more attention during the
reign of Suleyman Shah Safavi was the plundering attacks of
Kossacks to the northern territories of the Safavid-Qyzylbash
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state under the leadership of Stepan Razin. The remarked at-
tacks had begun still in the period of reign of Shah Abbas II.
Though Suleyman Shah sent the armed troops consisting of 10
thousand warriors against them, they were annihilated accor-
ding to the plan of the Kossak bandits in the sea_Fortunately,
Stepan Razin had war against Russia, too and in one of the
battles with the Russsian army he was defeated and captiva-
ted. Brought to Moscow in 1671, he was executed.

One more difficulty of the Safavid palace was related to the
Turkmens who organized attacks to Astrabad and the neigh-
boring regions. Finally, in 1676, the Qyzylbash army attacked
and defeated them, driving them all out.

During the reign of Suleyman Shah Safavi, the erlargement
of the trade relations with the European countries attracted at-
tention. Many of the European countries made efforts to get
privileges in the trade sphere from the Safavid-Qyzylbash sta-
te. The Hollands and English were one step forward in com-
parison with the others from this view-point. Following them,
the Germans and French got also interested in getting speci-
al privileges and enlarging the trade relations with the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state. In his letter to Suleyman Shah Safavi, the
Pope of Rome Innokenti XI wanted him to agree to create an
alitance together with the European countries against the Otto-
mans. In his answer letter, Suleyman Shah refused the sugges-
tion of the Pope, writing that “our dynasty has been in peace
with the Sultans of that country for a long time and they ha-
ven't violated the aggreement signed between two countries,



what you suggest is contradicting the orders of Allah and the
prophet”.

According to the source authors, Suleyman Shah Safavi
paid attention for the religious holidays, preferred to spend
the Holiday of Sacrificing together with the population. Du-
ring the days of Fasting, he didn’t ignore to keep fast and to
pray, even sometimes changing his dresses, he went to the
mosque before sunrise.

Suleyman Shah Safavi died in Isfahan on July 29, 1694.

Sah Sultan Hiiseynin taxta gixdigdan sonra atdigs ilk ciddi
horbi-siyasi addimlarindan biri 8lkanin sorqgindo bazi Boaluc
tayfalarimin galdirmis oldugu Usyanin yatirilmasi oldu. Lakin
Sah Sultan Hiiseynin “hor giinahkart bagislamaq” prinsipi ila
masoaloloro yanasmasi etdiyi cinayatlorin cozasint ¢okmokdan
qurtulmus adamlarin bazilarinin sonradan yenidan cinayatlora
ol atmasmna gotirib ¢ixarirds. 1695-ci ilda 6lkanin qarb hiidud-
larinda bir sira tisyanlar meydana goldi va hamin vilayatlorin
hakimlori ilo qizilbasg omirlorini xeyli moasgul etdi. Safavi-Qi-
zilbag dovlotinin idaractmo aparatimin zaifladiyi bir dovrds,
1709-cu ildo ofgan Mir Uveys xan Hotaki Sofavilorin Qondo-
hardaki hakimi Gorgin xam éldiirdii va sohari istila etdi. Di-
gor yandan, 1710-cu ilde 6zbaklor Xorasan bolgasina hiicum
cdorok camaati 6ldiirtib, mal-miilkiinii qarat etmakdo vo gox-
lu sayda osir aparmaqda idi. Biitiin bunlar azmg kimi, bir da
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Omanl xavariclarin sialarin yagadigi Bahreyna va Sofavi-Qizil-
bas dovlatinin canub sorhadlerina hiicum edib, bazi limanlara
ziyan vurmalari da Sah Sultan Hiiseyni ¢ixiimaz vaziyyatda
goyurdu. Xavariclor danizda déytison giicli dostalar yaratmig-
dilar vo miintazom olaraq ticarat gomilorina hiicumlar edir-
dilor. Sah Hiiseyn Liitvali xani bir nega minlik gosunla canu-
ba gondarsa da, onlarin portugallarin gamilarindan istifade
etmokla xavariclara zorba endirmak istaklari gergoklasmadi va
noticado Liitvali xan heg bir is gérmadan geri dénmoli oldu,
xavariclar isa Safavi-Qizilbag dovlatinin conubundaki adalan
da olo kegirarak daniz ticaratina boyiik zorba vurdular.
Ofqanlarin tisyaru arafasinds Osmanh ve Safavi saray-
lari arasinda sofirlorin qargiligh sofarlari oldu. $ah Sultan
Hiiseyn Osmanl sultarna iinvanladigi maktubda onun si-
lalosini “daim cihad edan xanlar nasli” adlandinr va “onla-
ra dua etmayin har miisalmana vacib olmasini” qeyd edirdi.
Osmanli elgilari isa Istanbul sarayina Safavi-Qizilbag dovlati-
nin cotinliklari barado malumatlar gondarmokda. idi. Qondo-
harin ardinca Herat da aldan ¢ixdi va isgal olundu. Olkonin
sorq bolgalarinda gaxnagmalar digdi. Bundan sonra afqanlar
(Hotakilor) Giilnabat déyiisiinda qizilbaglari maglub etdilor.
Qizilbag qosunu 700 nafardan ¢ox doylisclisnt va 24 topu
itirdi. Doylisde qalib galan afqanlann (Gilzaylarin) baginda
Mir Mahmud Hotaki dururdu. Bu qalabanin ardinca afqan-
lar siiratla paytaxt Isfahana dogru harakat etdi va 1722-ci ilda
Sofavi-Qizilbas dovlatinin paytaxti afgan qosunlari torafindan
miihasiraya alindi. Safavi sahimin miiqavimati vo mihasirs 8
oot “\*(‘-'\i ]
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aydan gox ¢okdi. Sohar ohalisi acliq va safalatin astanasinda
idi. Naticodo, sah Sultan Huseyn shalini bu agir durumdan
qurtarmaq mogqsadile 1722-ci il noyabr ayinin 23-da ails tizv-
lori ilo birlikdo Mir Mahmudun ordugahina galarak taslim
olmaq aktina qol ¢akdi. Homin giin Safavi-Qizilbag dovlati-
nin biitiin tarixinda an acinacaqlt vo agir giinlardan biri idi.
Sah 6z ali ilo basindan taci gixararaq Mir Mahmud xanin ba-
sina qoydu. Sah Sultan Hiiseynin oglu sahzada II Tshmasib
iso homin vaxt Qozvinda idi. Bu sababdan Mir Mahmud xan
Hotaki faktiki hokmdar olsa da, sahzada Tohmasib sag qaldig-
ca, 6z sahliginin yasalara uygun gabul edilmayacayini bilirdi.
Ona goro Mir Mahmud xan an yaxin sarkardasi ©manulla xani
sokkiz minlik qosunla Qozvin iizarina gondardi. Sahar heg bir
miiqavimot gostarmaya macal tapmadan isgal olundu. Lakin
Gilzaylar evlorda, karvansaralarda ela dohsatli soygun va ta-
lanlar toratdilor ki, sohar ohalisi dézmayib lisyan galdirdi va
gofildan hiicum edorok 4 mindan ¢ox Gilzay: oldiirdiiler, sag
qalan ofganlar qagib zorla canlarimi qurtardilar va Isfahana
qayitdilar. Bu xabori esidon Mir Mahmud saharin adli-sanl
adamlarini, elaca da, sahin gohum-aqrabasini ziyafata cagira-
raq hamisini qilincdan kegirtdi. Ardinca sahardaki 3 mindan
artiq qizilbas doyiisciisiinii da qurdilar. Yalnz sahin xasta ogiu
sahzada Safiyo va 6vladlarina aman verildi. Bu xabarlar biitun
Safavi-Qizilbas dovlatini sarsitdi va dovlatin tamallarini laxlat-
di. Artig doziilmaz bir vaziyyatin yarandigini goran sahzada
Sofi geca ilo Isfahandan baxtiyarilar tayfasinin yanina gagd:

biitiin ailasini qilincdan kecirdi ve mahv eladi. Sah Sultan Hii-
seyn 1726-c1 ilda afqanlarin alinds asir iken 6ldiiriildii.

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he nineth king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state (b.1657
I - d.1726), the son of Shah Suleyman Safavi. The period
of his reign surrounded 1694-1722 years.

Shah Suleyman Safavi died at the night of July 29, 1694
in Isfahan. He was buried near the graves of his father and
granddad in Gum. Then during three days, there were held
the mourning and funeral repast ceremonies in Shah mosque.
Nearly eight days after shah’s death, ie on August 6, 1694,
his 26-year-old son, the prince Husseyn Mirza was declared
Shah. Like his father, Shah Sultan Husseyn wasn’t especial-
ly educated about the state administration and protecting the
throne at all.

The ceremony of crowning of Shah Sultan Husseyn was
held more seriously than the previous crowning ceremonies,
with the participation of the amirs and courtiers in Ayinakha-
na palace. The sword of kingdom was tied to his waistband
by the Sheikhulislam Allama Muhammadbagir Majlisi. Then
he gave Shah the dagger and made a long speech, according
to the traditions. Shah Sultan Husseyn asked him whether he
had any wish. Allama Majlisi said that the courtiers, state fi-
gures and city population inclined to wine and asked the Shah
to pay attention to the solution of that public question. The
young Shah accepted his request.

One of the first serious military-political steps Shah Sul-
tan Husseyn took after crowning was the oppressing of the
revolt raised by the Baluj tribes in the east of the country.
But the approach of Shah Sultan Husseyn for everything
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by the principle “mercy every sinner” caused some of the
men, who escaped from punishment, commit crimes again.
In 1695, several revolts occurred in the west borders of the
country and the rulers of those provinces and the qyzylbash
amirs got too busy with it. In the period of weakening of the
state administration in the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, the Af-
ghan Mir Uveys khan Hotaki killed Gargin khan, the ruler
of the Safavids in Gandahar and captured the city in 1709.
On the other hand, the Uzbeks attacked the Khorasan regi-
on in 1710 and killing the people, they plundered their pro-
perties and captivated lots of men. As if it wasn’t enough,
the Khavarij sect of Oman attacked Bahrein the population
of which consisted of the shiites and the southern borders of
the Safavid-Qyzylbash state, making to much harm to some
seaports. Shah Sultan Husseyn was in a difficult situation.
The attempts to drive the Khavarij out of the south islands
of the Safavids failed.

On the eve of the Afghan attacks, there were mutual vi-
sits of the ambassadors of the Ottoman and Safavid palace to
each-other’s capitals. In the letter addressed to the Ottoman
sultan, Shah Sultan Husseyn called the Ottoman dynasty “the
dynasty of khans who always made jihads” and remarked
that “it was necessary for every muslim to pray for them”
But the Ottoman ambassadors in Isfahan delivered infor-
mation about the difficulties of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state
to the Istanbul palace. After Gandahar, Herat was occupied,
too. The alarm and commotion surrounded the eastern parts
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of the country. The Afghans (Hotakis) defeated the qyzylbash
troops in Gulnabat battle. The Afghans (Gilzays) were led by
Mir Mahmud Hotaki. After this victory, the Afghans began to
move towards the capital Isfahan immediately and in 1722,
the capital of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state was sieged by the
Afghan troops. The resistance of the Safavid Shah and the
siege of the city lasted for eight months. The city population
was just one step from the mass hunger and misery. Finally,
in order to escape the people from the hard situation, Shah
Sultan Husseyn came to the headquarters of Mir Mahmud
Hotaki together with his family members and signed the act
of capitulating on November 23, 1722. This date was the har-
dest and most miserable day of the whole history of the Sa-
favid-Qyzylbash state. Shah took of his crown and put it on
the head of Mir Mahmud khan. Shah Sultan Husseyn’s son,
prince Tahmasib II was in Gazvin at that time. So, Mir Mah-
mud khan sent his commander Amanulla khan to Gazvin
with eight thousand warriors. The city was occupied without
any chance to put up a resistance. But the Gilzays committed
so terrible crimes in the city that the people raised a revolt
and attacking suddenly, killed more than 4 thousand Gilzays,
the rest of the Afghans escaped running to Isfahan. Getting
aware of that, Mir Mahmud khan called all the well-known
men of the city, as well as, shah’s relatives to the banquet
and killed them all. 3 thousand qyzylbash warriors in the city
were also annihilated. This news shook the basis of the Sa-
favid-Qyzylbash state. At night, the prince Safi Mirza left Is-
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fahan running to Bakhtiyari tribe. When Mir Mahmud khan
heard of it, he annihilated all the family members of Shah
Sultan Husseyn. Shah himself was killed in 1726 in the capti-
vity of the Afghans.

Children: 12 sons and 11 daughters. Among them, the prin-
ce Safi and prince Tahmasib Mirza Il were remembered most in the
sources.

Bundan oalava, 1723-cii ildo Rus
cart I Pyotr simaldan Baki {izarina yiiriis edarok Xazarsahili
vilayatlari alo  kegirmisdi.

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SHAH TAHMASIB SAFAVI 11
1722-1732
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The tenth king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state (b.3.12.1704,
Isfahan — d.1740, Sabzavar), the third son of Shah Sultan Hus-
seyn. The period of his reign was between 1722-1732 years.

After his father Shah Sultan Husseyn was captivated toget-
her with the other family members, the 18-year-old prince Tah-
masib Mirza Il tried to strengthen in Gazvin with his troops,
and after the city was occupied by the Gilzays, he left the city
with his supporters and moved back. After getting news about
the massacre of his family members including Shah Sultan
Husseyn by Mir Mahmud khan, the prince Tahmasib Mirza Il
had a goal to get the Safavid throne from the invaders by all
means. The Safavid-Qyzylbash state approached to its collap-
se rapidly. The central and eastern regions of the country were
under occupation. Azerbaijan and neighboring areas were cap-
tivated by the Ottoman armies. Moreover, the Russian Tsar Pe-
ter I marched to Baki from the north and captivated the coas-
tal provinces in 1723. The bakhtiyari tribe got the power in the
north-east of the country. In such a difficult situation, none of
the provinces were under the authority of the Safavid-Qyzyl-
bash state, except only the Mazandaran region. This province
was ruled by Fatali khan Gadjar, who kept the prince tahmasib
Mirza Il in his palace.

Uniting his forces with the troops of Fatali khan Gadjar, the
tribe leader of the Gadjars, the prince Tahmasib Mirza Il came
to Khorasan. Suddenly a nobleman from the Afshar tribe cal-
led Nadirgulu khan came to him and saying that it was unbe-
arable to watch the miserable situation of the country, he as-
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ked Tahmasib Mirza II either to kill him with the sword hung
on his neck, or to give him authority for fighting the invaders.
Estimating the fearlessness of Nadirgulu khan, the prince
Tahmasib Mirza Il appointed him as a ruler of Khorasan. Na-
dirgulu khan changed his name for Tahmasibgulu khan. The
prince Tahmasib Mirza II needed Nadirgulu khan first of all
for the liquidation of Fatali khan Gadjar whose reputation inc-
reased day by day. Soon the prince Tahmasib Mirza II decla-
red himself as a new Shah of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state ta-
king the name Shah Tahmasib [I. After Mashhad, the center of
the feudal Malik Mahmud administration, was taken back, Fa-
tali khan Gadjar was killed by his order.

But it wasn’t enough to protect Shah’s throne only. The
country needed a fearless commander who would be able to
annihilate the occupants and liberate the territories of the sta-
te. Nadirgulu khan from the Gyrykhlu branch of the Afshar
tribe took the responsibility of this duty on himself. His ances-
tors were moved from Azerbaijan to Khorasan still in the pe-
riod of reign of Shah Ismail 1. After the death of Fatali khan
Gadjar, Nadirgulu khan Afshar was appointed as a chief com-
mander of the Safavid-Qyzylbash army. Shortly after, Nadir-
gulu khan annihilated Malik Mahmud'’s troops, killing him as
well. Then he gained several victories upon the Kurdish and
Turkmen tribes and managed to unite all the north-east terri-
tories of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state. The Afghan shah in Iran
called Ashraf moved his army to the Khorasan region. On Sep-
tember 30, 1729, in the battle happened on the bank of the Mi-
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mandost River Ashraf’s army was annihilated. It was Nadirgu-
lu khan’s first biggest victory in his struggle for the liberation
of the country from the invaders. The remaains of Ashraf's tro-
ops moved back to Tehran and went to Isfahan. The Ottoman
Sultan sent troops to help Ashraf.

On November 13, 1729, the conclusive battle occurred near
Isfahan between Nadirgulu khan’s qyzylbash army and tl:e
united armies of Ashraf and the Ottomans. Nadirgulu khan's
great victory in the battle frightened both the Ottomans and
Ashraf indeed. They left Isfahan and moved back. Nadirgulu
khan entered Isfahan and put the Shah crown on the head of
Shah Tahmasib II. Shortly after, Nadirgulu khan sent his tro-
ops to Fars province to pursue the Afghans and during the
pursue Ashraf was killed.

After the liquidation of the Afghan invasions, Nadirgulu
khan began to attack the Ottoman army which had occupied
.the west of the country. As a result of the military campaign
in 1731, Nadirgulu khan liberated the whole southern Azer-
baijan, Hamadan and Kirmanshah from the Ottoman armies.
The Ottoman troops tried to strengthen in the areas situated in
the north of the Araxes River. When Nadirgulu khan marched
against the bakhtiyaris, Shah Tahmasib II thought of restoring
his reputation and decided to liberate the northern Azerbaijani
lands from the Ottoman armies himself. But his campaign fai-
led and he was obliged even to sign a miserable peace contract
with the Ottoman side in 1732. According to this contract whi-
ch was called the Kirmanshah treaty, all the territories in the
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north of the Araxes River and some provinces of Kirmanshah
belonged to the Ottoman state. Getting aware of it in Khora-
san, Nadirgulu khan got very angry at Shah Tahmasib’s inex-
perience and at what he did with Nadir’s victories which were
gained with great difficulties.

[n August, 1732, Nadirgulu khan oppressed the revolt in
Khorasan and drove the bakhtiyaris out of the country and
without wasting time, he moved to the capital of the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state Isfahan, followed by the qyzylbash army.
The city population and Shah Tahmasib II met him with great
joy and respect. But Nadirgulu khan made up a plan of deth-
roning Shah Tahmasib II together with several courtiers who
were close to him. According to the plan, on September 7,
1732, Nadirgulu khan dethroned Shah Tahmasib II and sent
him to the prison in Sabzavar, declaring Abbas Mirza [1I, the
one-year-old son of Tahmasib II, as a formal Shah and himself
as his protector.

As a result of the hard military operations led by Nadirgu-
lu khan against the Ottomans, all the previous territories of
the Safavid-Qyzylbash state were liberated again, moreover,
the Russian troops moved back from the coastal provinces.
In 1735, a new peace contract was signed between The Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state and the Ottoman state.

At the beginning of 1736, Nadirgulu khan sent letters to all
the province rulers, qyzylbash tribe leaders and amirs, calling
them to the Kurultay held in the place of joining of the Kura
and the Araxes rivers. On March 21, 1736, on the day of Nov-
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ruz Holiday, the Great Kurultay was held in the place called
Sugovushan. By the demand of Nadirgulu khan, it was deci-
ded to dethrone the Safavid dynasty and liquidate the Safa-
vid-Qyzylbash state. Nadirgulu khan was chosen as a Shah
under the name Nadir Shah Afshar by the Kurultay partici-
pants and the Afsharids State was founded. Little Shah Abbas
Il was sent to his father in prison in Sabzavar.

In February, 1740, when Nadir shah Afshar was in his mar-
ching for India, his son and successor Rzagulu khan ordered
Mahammad Husseyn khan Gadjar to go to Sabzavar and to
kill tahmasib 1I and his son Abbas III. They were killed there
by strangling. Their corpses were taken to Mashhad and bu-
ried there.

Thus, the Safavid-Qyzylbash state gave its place in history
to the Azerbaijani Afsharids State.

NOTE: As the last king of the Safavid-Qyzylbash state Shah Ab-
bas 111 was just 1 when he was chosen as a king and didn’t play any
role in ruling the country, he was remembered within the informati-
on about Shah Tahmasib 11.
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
